Germany used
to have much contirol in China, but
arcording to the Peace Treaty of the
Great War, she was forced to give
up her privileges. 1 wish very much
that Canada, who is a member of
the League of Nations would protest
against what has been done in Chiua. |

the world. We must remember that
it is only a few wvery rich people in

The rapid strides made by Prince
Edward Island's seed potato busi-
nesa, aggregating 800,000 bushels
for the past season, mostly shipped
south, formed a subject of discus-
sion at the 51st annual convention
of the New Brunswick Farmers' and
Dairymen's Association here. It was
pointed out that this business has
rapidly developed; that ten years
back not a single seed potato was
sold out=ide of the province. The
remarkable advance in this business
was due, it was claimed, to the pro-
duction of a disease-free potato.

Immigration to Canada in the ten
months of the fiseal year ending
January 31st, amounted to 118,199,
compared with 76,439 for the same
period of 1925-6. This is an in-
crease of 55 per eent. January im-
migration amounted to 4,164, com-
pared with 2321 for the preceding
January, a gain of 79 per cent. Of
this immigration B9) were British,
905 from the United States and 2,360
from other countries. During Janu-
ary 2,207 Canadians who had gone
to the United States with the inten-
tion of remaininz permanently re-
turned to Canada, making a total of
60,898 so returncd for the ten
months of the fiscal year.

The Hon. William D. Euler, Minis-
tzr of Customs and Excise, an-
nounces that the present period of
30 days of free entry into Canada
of United States motor tourists on
a permit will be extended to 90 days,
to conform with the privilege now
granted by the United States au-
thorities. who admit Canadian cars
carrying motor tourists free into
that country for 90 days. The only
difference will be that the Canadian
permit will not initially be for 90
days, but for a first and second 30-
day extension, if and when the tour-
iats can show bona-fides and recom-
mendation from reputcble associa-
tiona of automobilists in the United |
States. A larger touris: movement
in Canada is expected to result from
the change.
