London. — A far-reaching scheme
for cutting down damage dnlnt Ly
fire—it amounis to approximately
£10.000.000 ($50,000000) & year—:s
to be launched in this country.

The plan has the lm;-klng_nf gOV -
ernment departments, municipal Au-
thorities. the Roval Institute of Ii_n-
tish Architectz, building and engin-
eering experts, and the great tariff
insurance companics. |

Sensational changes In building
materials and methods of construc-
tion, and sweeping revision of prem-
ium rates for fire riske, are only two
of the important autcomes expecled
from the scheme,

A fire testing station—only one of
its kind in the world—has just been
completed at Boreham Wood, E_!:c!l't*r.

It is on the work to be carried out

here that the hopes of bringing down
fire damage by millions of pounds a
vear are based.
" The station has been set up by th
Fire Officers’ Commitiee—an Organ-
.zation comprising all the tariff fire
insurance companies,

Its most remarkable feature g 2
building which contains three moble
{urnaces, each capable of testing
building specimens at {emperaturecs
ranging from 1,000 to 2,200 degrees
Fahrenheit, and for pericds of ex-
posure from half an hour to siX
hours. |

Special wachinery working under
pressure of up to 4,500 puund:_a to
the square inch, has been provided
for applying the necessary “load” to
specimen walls and columns whiie
they are being tested.

The increasing financial toll exact-
ed by fires and the development in
recent years of new building rater-
ials and methods of construction
spurred ihe fire officers’ commitiee
to search for a standard meihod of
assessing the fire-resisting qualities
of the various elements in the con-
struction of a bullding—{loors, walls
columne, and so o:n.

A h[li.'l..'if;L'Eil.:lll for “fire resistance
incombustibility, and non-inflamma-
bility of building materials and
structure” was eventually evolved by
the British Standards Institution.

It established five grades, accord-
ing to the severity of the tests ap-

plied.

476." ‘

There will be two immediate re-
sults of this advance in the fight
against fire waste; local authorities
and others interested in the building
side of fire control will be urged to
make use of specification “No. 476"
in preparing their requirements, and
those manufacturers who wish to do
g0 will have their products tesled
and graded.

“Revolutionary building changes
are almost bound to come,” said an
expert recently.

“Local authorities will hardly be
able to avoid stipulating for the
standards specified, and manufactur-
ers who do not submit their products
for test or whose products fail to
reach the standard wiil be at an ob

vious disadvantage,
