Men average £13.75 a weelk in the
textile groups, but the wage average
of all workers is lowered to $§9 by
the wages paid to women and girls,
some of whom receive only $3.20 a
week,

New ani With Cheese

Cheese and Spaghetti — Break up
115 oz. spaghetti into a small piedish
and simmer in water for half an hour,
Then mix 2 teaspoonfuls flour and 3§
teaspoouful mustard with 2 oz, grated
cheese. Season well with pepper and
salt and cook for half an hour. Serve
on rounds of toast.

Cheese and Tomato Salad — 3 oz
cheese, ? medium-sized tomatoes, sea-
soning, salad cream, lettuce leaves.
Grate the cheese fimely, then skin and
¢hop up the tomatoes and mix to a
paste with the cheese, adding season-
ing to taste. Serve the mixture on in-
dividual plates surrounding with let-
tuze leaver. Sprinkle the salads with a
little finely-grated cheese and decor
ate with small pieces of tomato.

Cheese Bavoury — Spread season-
ed eream cheese on small rounds of
previously cooked short pastry. Over
the cheese place a round of tomato
and a dasl. of mayonnaise, and top
each with a slice of olive. Place in
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paper containers, sprinkle with fine
ly-grated cheege, and garnish.

Cheese Moulds — Pour 1% cupfuls
miik over ¥ cupfuls soft breadcrumbs;
add 3 well-beatea eggs, 1 heaped cup-
ful of grated cheese, 1 teaspoonful of
galt, peper to taste, and 1 tablespoon-
ful of melted butter. Pour into butter-
ed moulds and bake from 20 to 30
minutes in a moderate oven,
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With grease and smoke In the alr,
kitchen . alls, cellings and woodwork
quickly become dingy. For cleanliness
therefore, the  preparations wused
should be o' a kind to which grease
and dirt wi'l not hold. Enamel is the
best for a kitchen, its glosey surface
making washiug easy.

The firs step in re-painting a kit-
chen is to clean the walls and the
woodwork, All the surfaces of a kit-
chen pick up a film of grease. This
must be taken off, for paint will not
hold over it. It can be removed with
a waehing soda solution or with a mix-
turc of ammonia and water,

If the old surface I8 glossy the gloss
must be dulled in order that the
new paint may hold. This can be done
by rubbing with sandpaper or steel
wool, A washing eoda solution will
cut the gloss.

When washing soda or a similar
chemical has been used, thorough rin-
sing should follow to take off all the
traces. Painting should not start antil
all the surfaces are thoroughly dry.

15,000 Canadians
Going To London

OTTAWA —Fifteen thousana
Canadian residents are likely to go
to Great Britain this year mainly
but not wholly to the Coronation.

Twe thousand new passports for
them were issued in February, 3,000
in March, and there will be over
4,000 this month from present in-
dieations. The yearly issue is between
24,000 and 25,000 and they are good
for five years. Anyone having such
a passport can use it now without the
necessity of coming back here for
renewal or certification.
