Curious Lakes.

———

On the top of Mealourvonele a hill in

Luvernrsshire, Beotland, is a lake one hun-
! dred and eight feet long and eightesn wide,
t which npever freezes and is always full,
without the appearanee of any regular sup-
ply. This lake Lias been faid to be unfath-
omable, but the coutrary has now been as-
certained. About sevenleen miles from
this lake is anotler, ealled Loch Wain,
whieh is covered with ice all the yearround.
On the top ot-a ridge of hills in Portugal,
ealled Estrella, there are two lakes of great
extent and depth, espeeinlly one of them
which is snid {0 be unfathomable. What
18 most remarkable in them is, that they
are calm when the sea 18 so, and rough
when that e stormy, which makes it proba-
ble that they bave subterranean communi-
eation with the ocean ; and this seems to be
econfirmed by the pieces of vessels they cast
up, though almost forty miles from the rea.
There is also & very curious lake in this
country, which, beforen storm, makes n
frightful rumbling noise whieh may Lle
henrd at n distance of several miles, And
there is & pool or fountain called Fervaneces,

about twenly-four miles from Coimbra, that
absorbs not only wood,, or rather incrusis
it with n caso of stope ; bul the most sur-
prising cirenmstance is that it throws up
water enough in smamer to run several
mills, whereas in winter it is perfeetly

dry.
