-cowardly dread of admitting that a great
| error had been committed through haste
or ignorance, or some other influence,
mysterious but potent, prevailed. - So long
ns the supporters of the measure were able
to allege that the terms, exeruciating as
| they were, were the very best that could
be obtained, so long as the opponents of
the great surrendor had nothing but ab-

charged with neglecting to remove the
Indians from the river Mat when hews was
received that the Missouri was breaking
up above, on the night of Feb., 10th. The
water rose so rapidly that a panic was
eaused. Thethermometer sank 22° below
zero. The troops tried to assist the Indians,
but the flood eame very suddenly.

The num-
ber of Indians who actually perished cannot
be stated with certainty, The whole tribe
are in mourning The fruit of the winter's
hunt and buifalo robes have all been swept
away iu one night. High up in trecs,
where evidently they had fled to escape
the pursuing flood were to be seen the bodies
of eight Indian men frosen stiff and stark.
