The total
male population of the state 21 years
of age and over—Lhe voling age—is
bl 220, of whom 34,545 cannot read or
write.

The proportion of
native males of voling age unable to
read or write i3 fourteen more in each
1000 in the country than in the cilies.

Pound Cake (measured in cup and
always relinble)—Two cups bulter, three
cups sugar, three cups [lour, eight
eges, rind and juice of cne lemon.

Cocoanut Cake.—One cup butter, two
cups sugar, whites of six eggs, one-
half teaspoon soda, one Lteaspoon cream
tartar, three cups flour, one cup milk,
one small eocoanut, rind of a lemon.

Silver Chocolate Cake—One-half cup
butter, on¢ and one-hall cupa sugar,
whites of four eggs, three-fourths cup
milk, two and one-half cupa flour, one
teaspoonful of soda, two of cream tar-
tar. Bake in three lavers. Filling:
One-fourih cake Baker's chocolate mix-
ed with the whites of two egga well-
beaten : confectioners® sugar sufficient
to stiffen it.

Composilion Cake (an old-fashioned
recipe)—Three-fourths pound  buiter,
one and ope-fourth pounds sugar, one
and one-fourth pounds flour, four eg
one pint aweet milk, a level teaspooniul
of saleratus, two pounds raisins, oné-
hall pound citron, three tablespoonfuls
cinnarion, one large tablespoonful of
cloves, one of mace mixed in a w
glass of wine or brandy, one nutmeg.

Orange Cake—Two oranges, twocoupa
sugar, two cups flour, one-half cup but-
ter, coe teaspoonful cream of tartar,
one-hall teaspoonful soda, one-balf cup
waler.
