A PARENTAL DUTY. ‘

In the luxury of our era—a luxury
that bas increased immeasurably in the
span of a geperation, so that a sum
which fifty ygears ago was a fortune

s pow barely an income among the
same class of people—it has been the
babit of most families to live quite
up to their receipts, lea'ing notbing
over at the end of each year, unless it
be a trifle more or less of debt.

That this is a great injustice to the
childrea of the family seldom seems
t> be copsidered. But when, on thu'r
death of pareants, the property comes
to be divided among the children. the
misfortupe of their being obliged to
change the scale of living to a third,
balf, a fifth, as the case may be, of
the luxury and pleasure theretofore
enjoyed, is a very serious one, and one
that ought to bave beea prevented
from the beginming. For it entails
not only a change of habit and an ex-
perience of direct loss and discomfort, |
but more or less of humiliation und of
a vopsequent wunpleasantness, if not’

suffering in some degree, of a cessation
of charities, and of a danger of grow-
ing mi-erliness in order to make up
for deficiencies,

We are in the habit of thinking that
we are the peopie of homes; that the
family has a root aml an expansion
here unknpown elsewhere; that the
Frepch, for in -tance, with their chez lui,
have no real word for home, which also
umplies that they have no real home
—with other sell-gratulatory phrases of
the sort. .

But if the French, for example again, l

bave no rea!l word for home, they have
the thing in its full development; and
recognizing that in civilization the
home has a great dependence on money,
no woman among them becomes a wife

'without a dowry that hinders her from

feeling like a beggar, no nushand comes
to his wife without provision, and the
vear that a child is born a certain sum
i8 8et aside, be the sum !arge or small,
yet m proportion to the resources of
the bouse for the future of that child
—no family there thinking of such a |
thing as living up to its income. The
true and tender parental feeling und-
erstands, both sympathetically and ra-
tionally that marriage will come to the
child, as it has come to the father and
part of the great
schonl of life—and the child must be
prepared for it not only in other ways,
but with the sinews of war, a certain
aomunt of dot that shall make it pos-
eble. when added to the sum to be

'provided by the other party, for the

child to continue living very much, if
not exactly, as it has lived, with a
not very different equipage—housahold
comforts, clothes, and pleasures in gen-
eral. Whatever may be sawl about the
French way of making marriages, cer-
taimly this provision for them cannot
be challenged. for it is wise, kind, and
noble.

It would be a useful factor im our
further civilization if every father and
mother among us should consider this
subject, and should resolve to reduce
the scale of living, not exactly to that
which each child's portion would allow,
since something must be granted for
the child's own efforts, and for the
income to be derived from work and
business, but to that which shall re-
quire g0 very appreciable and disagree-
able change from the manmer of life
under the parental roof.
