DESPOTISM HELD SWAY.

The tyranny with which Spain ruled
her American colonies is almost inered-
ible. There was a strict censorship of |
literature. No books could be import-|
ed of which the ecclesiastics disap- |
proved. At lhe beginning of the re-
volution in 1810 Peru and Chili possess-
ad between them only one printing
press. Intercourse with other coun-
triesa was as far as possible prevent-
ed. The King of Spain reserved (o
himself 1h: right of granting or refus-
ing passports Lo such of his sabjects
as desired to visit the colonies, and no
colonist was allowed to vizit Furope
or éven a neighboring colony wil hont
the special permission of the (aptain
saneral of the province in which he
lived.

Shipmasters, other than Spaniards,
who attempted to enler the harbor of
any Spanish colony, as also merchants
who traded without official permission,
were puniched with death. To increasa
his revenue the King sold to the so-
ealled Philippine Company. an associ-
ation of Spanish merchants trading in
America, as well as in the far Orient,
the gole right of importing and ex-
porting to and from his colonies ev-
ery description of merchandise, and of
fixing the prices at which it might
be eold. Death was the penalty of
trading without this company's lie-

enss. The colonists were compelled to|
acll their producy at prices fixed by

|
the company, whose pet profita were

at the rate of 300 per cent.

The company was also allowed to
:Jmmlain a fleet of armed vessels
known as Guarda Costas, to prevent
*rﬂl!mn‘ and intereourse with any ship
or individual unfurnished with the
company’s license. In fact, the op-
yression and depotiam with which SBpain
administersd her eolonial possessionsin
this hemisphere would he beyond be-
lief were it not for the fact that it
survived until a few months ago in
the Philippine Tslands in all its medi-
aeval horror.

SPAIN DRIVEN OFF THIS CONTIN-
ENT.

The success of the States of the
North American republic encouraged

All who had held official positions in
the local administration, all who were
connectad with the insurgents of dis-
tinguished for their talents or attain-
ments, were thrown into Iil‘i-‘*“!l and
there kept until the day appoi nted for
their execution, when they were gith-
er hanged or £hot, hushands being put
to death in the presence of their wives,
and children in ths presence of their
parents,

These terrible acts of {'FIIP“}'. far
from intimidating the rebellious eol-
oniss, merely served to exaspe rate t hem
more bitterly against Spanish domin-
ion and to determine them thbat death
in any form was preferable to acon-
tinnanes of the atrocious tyranny to
which they had been subjected. More-
over, they were encouraged by the
sympathy which their struggles excit-
ed both in th® United States, and in
Englund, sympathy which showed it-
self in the form of supplies, and of
volunteers, Large contingents of North
Americans and of DBritons were to he
found fighting =ide by side with the
rebels in almost every notable engage-
ment, and in the great battle of Aya-
encho, in December, 1824, which prov-
ad {he death blow to Spamish rule in
Chili and Pera, it was an Englishman,
Gen. Miller, who commanded the ecav-
alry of the patriot army, while an Am-
erican, Col. O'Connour, was chief of
staff.

One might have thought that the les-
son {hus taucht at so heavy a cost
would have bheen taken to heart by
Spain, and that sh» woulil have order-
ed her administration of her remain-
ing colonial possessions. the Antilles
and the Philippines in such a way as
to win the good will and tha affection
of the ]..n|ru],:s,l'iun_ SEuch. however, was
not the ease. Spain pursued in Cuba
anid in the far Orient the same policy
ihat had Tesulted in the loss of all
hor immense dependencies on the Am-
erican mainland.

CAVALRY HORSES IN WAR.

e ——

They Aci Yery Much Like a Man EBefore
and After a Batile.

A veteran cavalry horse partakes of
the hopes and fears of battle just the
same as his rider. As the column
swings into line and waits, the horse
grows nervous over the waiting. If the
wait is spun out he will tremble and
sweat and grow apprehensive. If he
has been six monihs in service he knows
every bugle call. As the call comes
to advance, the rider can feel him work-
ing at the bit with his tongue to get
it between his teeth. As he moves out
he will either seek to get on faster
than he should or bolt. He cannot bolt,
| however. The linea will carry him for-
ward, and after a minute he will grip
the bit, lay back his ears, and one can
feel his sudden resolve to brave the
worst and have dome with it as soon
as possible. When the troopers begin
to cheer and the sabres to flash the
horse responds. An exultation fills his
heart, he will seream out, and his eyes
blaze and are fixed steadily in front.
No matter how obstinate he was at
| the start he will not fail as the lines
carry the last fifty feet of space. 1
a volley comes and he is unhurt he will
lower his head, and then take a sud-
den breath for the erash. If charging
infantry he wili thunder straight at
a man and knock him down ; if against
a line of horsemen he will Lt his head
and fcont feat as if going over a lence.

A man seldom eries ont when hit in
the turmoil of battle. It is the same
with a horse. Five troopers out of six,
when struck by a bullet, are out of
Lheir saddles within a minute. 1f hit
in the breast or shoulder, up go their
hands and they get a heavy fall; if
in the leg or loot or arm, they fall for-
ward and roll off. Even with a foot eut
off by a jagged piece of shell a horse
will not drop. It is only when shot
through the head or heart that he
comes down. He may be fatally wound-
ed, but he hobhles out of the fight to
right or left, and stands with drooping
head until loss of blood brings him
down.

The horse that loses his rider and
ia unwounded himself will continue to
run with his set of fours, until some
movement throws him .ut, Then he
goes galloping here and there, neigh-
ing with fear and alarm, but he will
not leave the field. In his racing about
he may get among the dead and wound-
but he will dodge them if possible,
and in any case leap over them#\When
he has come upon three or four other
riderless steeds they * fall in” and
keep together, as if for muiual protec-

tion, and the *“rally” on ihe bugle!
