Among the
latter are R. L. F. Biesemeier, head
of the manual training department of
New Trier high school who will be
chairman of the 1:45 section on fine
and applied arts; Mrs. Homer E. Cot-
ton, supervisor of music from the
same school who will be director of
that session; C. N. Stokes of New
Trier, who will be chairman of the
Intermediate and High School section
at the same hour; and Lucy Tolhurst
ol Wilmette, who will be chairman of
the English session in the afternoon.
