Northwestern university's football
team will journeyv twice to Stagg field
on the Midway this fall, once to meet
Coach Stageg’s eleven in the annual
game between the two schools, and
again to meet the visiting Tulane uni-
versity eleven from New Orleans, La.

The change in the Purple schedule

Many Tulane alumni in this
section have already signified their de-
sire for tickets as soon as they are
placed on sale.

The bovs from the
northwest provided the opener for
Coach Thistlethwaite's eleven last fall
and gave the Purple such an interesting
struggle that it was decided to in-
vite them back again this season.
