Miss Elizabeth E. Packer and George A. Harper are perhaps the best known school
teachers on the north shore. Miss Packer is dean of girls and Mr. Harper dean of boys
at New Trier.

19o1r while Mr. Harper came to the school in 1908. Miss Packer was for a time acting
principal of New Trier.
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
