First, the goods are sorted and
placed in individual, meshed bags, ac-
cording to the processes they are to
undergo in laundrying. From the sort-
ing table each filled bag goes to the
hig washing machines where pure tal-
low soap and pure sterilized water
clean them thoroughly. Then the bags
go to the eentrifugal dryers and the
ironing machines, after which the con-
tents of the baes are neatly folded
and made ready for delivery.
