Edgar A. Guest, Amreica’s best
known and universally loved poet and
philosopher, will be the speaker at the
Wilmette Sunday Evening club, De-
cember 11.

The loftiest compliment one can pay
this distinguished American is that
“his name 1s a household word,” for
his daily poems and bits of homely
philosophy appearing in more than 200
newspapers have endeared him to peo-
ple, whether of high or lowly station,
in every nook and corner of the land.
