Exammatlon Fees

A school- board up fn Bruce
County’ sent fn a protest to
the Minister of Education for this
province against the increased fee
to $1.50 to be charged pupils for
writing on the High School examin-
ations. The old fee was $1. The
Minister makes an interasting reply,
but he failed’ to point out that
hundreds of -teachers are employed
in the holiday season at FAT
salaries reading papers, which chief-
ly accounts for the province be-
ing out $250,000 on the examina-
tions last vear.

So far as this paper is concerned
we think that pupils should bear
the whole cost direct for these ex-
aminations. Free schooling until the
child has passed the entrance, afier
which the privilege should be dis-
eentinued. is what we stand for.
But getting back to the Minister of

.| Education, here is what he says con-

cerning the reason for increased
examination fees:
Dear Sir:— :

I am directed by the Minister of
Education to acknowledge your let-
ter of the 14th, instant, enclosing a
copy of a resolution passed by the
Chesley High School Board, and in
reply to state that the number of
candidates writing the Departmenal
examinations has so increased that
last year the cost to the Department
of Education, after deducting the
amount received in fees, exceeded
$250,000. Many who do not require |-
certificates chodse to write. It does
not seem to be fully understood that
only atadenta who are preeeediug to
the universities or institutions of

certificates. Students who desire a
general High- School edueation only
may be promoted from form to form
throughout their entire school eareer
without writing a single Depart-
mental examination. i

For students who
ficates the Department has sought
to ease the- examination. burden: In
the first place provision 'has been
made for local. High School  En:
trance Boards .to. accept teaehere
recommendations in lieu of the. High
School Entrance examinations; then
Lower School pupils attending High
