Ancient Rn'ger Bed 5 to 6 Miles
- YWide, From Wasaga to Tor-
onto — DMav be Source of
Stuuﬂ‘ﬂlie Water Supply.

A sury e:r of 'Ontario wellu
undertaken by the provincial mines
department, in conjunction with
federal geologists and the Ontario
Agricultural College, has revealed
tho existence of a giant artesian area
stretching from “Wasaga Beach'to
Toronto, ©Col. R. B. Harkneas,
natural gas cnmmissiuner -an-
nounced at Queen’s Park, Tuesday.
- Estimated to 'be between five
and six miles wide, the area fol-
lows the course of an ancient river
bed, since filled in by glaciers, Col.
Harkness stated. It has - Known
tributaries, ode at Dundas, and Col
Harkness was confindent that com-
pilation. of mine drilling data will
reveal other branches. = It may be
that the area reaches -far emough
east to be the source of the Stouff-
ville water supply.

The spring at Sherw nuﬂ Parlr
Toronto, and ~York Springs are
fed by -the artesian ar&a, Col.
Iarkness said.

“Knowledge of the lucat.mn.'hnd
depth of this large ¢ artesian- field
should solve the iwater problem for
farmers and municipalities between
Toronto and Wasaga,” Hon. Paul
‘Leduc, minister of mines, stated.

Under the 1935 legislation all
Ontario well drillers are required
to submit to the .department of
mines .information regarding the
depth at which they struck water
and the geological formation of the
earth through which they bored.

A word of reassurance . to’ farm-
ers was given by Col. Harkness.
“We don't intend to ~'bother the
farmers at all or cause. them-any
trouble,”” Mr. Harkness said. *All
our information will be gathered
from the well-drillers.” hL. .
