Many of
the services were held at the
home of Mr. Joshua Wixon, on
the seventh concession of Pick-
ering. The congregation contin-
ued to grow in the 1810's and
in April, 1843, the church met
in the schoothouse on the Ttih
concession of Pickering. Mr.

Evans were appointed church
elders. It was at this meeting
that it was decided to purchase
a site on the 9th concession

and build a plank house.
 Messrs Anthony Avery, David
Evans and Francis Derusha
were appo‘med wrustees 10 hold
the deed ¢f the land purchased
from Mr. Joseph Wixon. The
church was not cnmp.eted until
1551,

During the early 1560's the
need for a new chapel became
apparent and in 1864 it was de-
cided o erect a more perma-
nent meeting house. Two vears
later the church, which.is still
used by the congregation, was
camp!eted The strength of the
congrezation was increased in
1870 when the Baptist Church
on the seventh concession de-
cided to unite with the Clare-
mont charge. Elder G. P. Frise
was engaged as pastor in the
vear 1858 at a salary of $250
and his firewood. He resigned

t the end of the term, Elder

| Alexander Anderson succeeded

him and held the post until
1S62.

The Baptist Church and con-
gregation have continued to be
a vital progressive religious
force in the community down
through the yearz, Mr. Harry
Found of Victoria Square is
the gldest living member of the
congregation. Mr. Found rec-
enily marked his 80th birthday.

From Sheridan there will be
25 miles of 24-inch pipe w0 a
point east of Woodbridge. From
there on to Ste. Anne ihe pipe
will be of 20-inch diameter. The
Morrisburg-Ottawa spur will be
1234 -inch pipée. -
* At Sheridan the line will
pick up gas brought there by a
trans-Canada subsidiagy from
the Niagara border.” Avoiding
hmId-up areas, the line will
then run to a point near Cooks;

ville, u:l:t!ing Malton airport.
It will continue south of Wood-
bridge, ¢ross the Humber River
and proceed due east to a point
naar Brooklin, paraleling High-
wayx No. 7.
