Vivian Trees Must B Be

“Straight As A String”

: “STRAIGHT AS A STRING”

Thousand of pine are
presently belng thlnned from
the reforested area at Vivian in
Whitchurch Twp. for shipment
to the Domtar Chemical plant
in Trenton. For sale to this {irm
they are coming under the most
rigid specifications. The poles
must be so straight that a line
joining the centre of the tip
with the centre of the pole at a
point two feet  above the ex-
treme butt shall not deviate
more than one inch from the
centre line of the pole. To pro-
duce a peeled pole with a dia-
meter of 5 Inches and a length
of 16 feet requires a ftree 7
inches in diameter and 35 feet
in height. Thousands of the
trees on the hundreds of acres
making up the Vivian I[orest,
are meeting these standards.

The trees which are not
straight enough but which are
to be thinned out, are going as
pulpwood which is sold 1o
Ontario Paper Co. Litd. at
Thorold. Tops are also put Into
pulpwood. .

After felling and bucking
into lengths, single pieces are
skidded by horse-drawn means

‘pdint  where they are
hunched The bunches are then
hauled by tractor to a road in
the bush where they are truck-
ed to the
they go through the jaws of the
whirling - peeler = which turns
them into clean white logs. The
poles are inspected aiicr peel-
ing and then stacked in neat
cross-lined squares according to
length and size.

When these logs from Whit-
church arrive at Trenton they
are subjected to creosote under
high pressure and temperature.
This preserves thair durability
many times a2nd  makes them
ready for the construction
industry.

Trees being cut at Vivian to-
day, were planted there by
conservation - minded author-
ities forty vears ago. The forest
is owned by York County and
managed by R. N. Staiey, farm
forester for the Department of
Lands and - Forests at Maple.
This is only the beginning of
the iimber harvest as this is
just a thinning process. Thou-

sands of trees remain o future

use as poles, sawlogs and ven-
eer.

Whitchurch Police Dept.
Has Busy Month of July

Over 30 separate occasions,
Whitchurch Township Police
seized a tofal of 195 botitles of
beer and four bottles of liquor,
during the . month of July,
according 1{o the Monthly
Activity Report submitted to
council last week by Police
Chief Fred Mason.

There were seven breik-ins,
theft during the
month as compared with only
one in June, Thefts under $100
amounted to 10 while over

partment. There were no fatal-
ities, although 17 persons were
injured. . .

Police answered 253 com-
plaints, and investigated 23
occurences the previous: month.
