While the GTAs real estate market

continues to slow after a record-setting

2007, some York neighbourhoods are
bucking the trend.

There were 6,015 resale home trans-
actions in February, down 11 per cent
from last year's numbers, according to
the Toronto Real Estate Board.

While Toronto dropped 14 per cent,
the 905 areas dropped only 9 per cent.

Some areas even went up, with the
northern section of ‘Richmond Hill
growing 19 per cent, thanks to strong
detached home sales.

-~ Markham was the most active district
in the region, with 162 homes changing
hands last month.

Unionville recorded 10 sales in
January and February, seven of them
detached homes averaging $623,971.
Condominiums constituted the other

three sales.

The average price of a home in the
GTA has risen to $382,048, up 4 per cent
from February 2007.

In York Region, the number is even |

higher at $409,155.

A snowy winter has been one factor
slowing the market in what is typically
a less active time of year and it is too
early to worry about any kind of mar-

ket slowdown, according to the board’s |

president.

“Generally, properties that are listed
are selling fairly quickly and with a list
to sale price ratio of 99 per cent, for
the most part, sellers are realizing their
asking price,” board president Maureen
O'Neill said.

“All economic indicators are in place

for an active year in the GTA and, as the
weather improves, sales are expected to
increase as well,” she said.
