Midgets to Amherstburg
following Game 1 defeat

The Stouffville midget Clippers generated
plenty of offence in their Ontario Minor Hock-
ey Association final series opener against the
Ambherstburg Stars at the Stouffville Arena last
Saturday.

Unfortunately for the Clippers, the same
couldn’t be said of their defensive play.

That ultimately proved to be their undo-
ing as Amherstburg, near Windsor, drew first
blood in the best-of-five or first-to-six-point
series after skating off with an 8-5 win.

About 350 people attended the game,
including a lively group from Ambherstburg
clad in Stars jerseys.

The Clippers got off to a good start in the
contest as Josh Machesney scored the game’s
first goal in the opening period.

But before the period concluded, Amher-
stburg responded with a pair of goals to take
a 2-1 lead.
