There are local businesses currently using
the program, however their identities are
being kept secret “because it's a competitive
intelligence tool. I can't say who they are,”
said Jim Davidson at Competitactics.

Mystery shopping is a form of mar-
ket research in which the shopper poses
as a typical customer and observes service
quality in an establishment.

“The program ... is a risk management tool
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for customer service,” Mr. Davidson said.

Competitactics mystery shoppers are
experts who look like regular customers, but
are “trained to see with a critical eye and hear
with a critical ear just what level of service
staff give in what they assume to be unsu-
pervised circumstances and, unfortunately,
just how honest and vigilant they are in their
employers’ interests,” Mr. Davidson said.
