community and a pattern of decreasing
occupancy rates in dual diagnosis services,
the unit will go from 16 to 10 beds and out-
patient programming will be strengthened.

The organization will also realign its
staft within key geographical locations in its
homes for special care program to improve
workflow and efficiencies. Ontario Shores
projects the creation of 33 new positions for
the implementation of these models.

Clinical best practices were reviewed
and consultations were taken with health
care providers, stakeholders and patients.

“At the core of our work is our service to
patients,” said Glenna Raymond, president
and CEO of Ontario Shores. “A tremendous
amount of thoughtful planning and consid-
eration went into these changes to ensure
that Ontario Shores meets the needs of our
patients, families and communities.”
