A Touchlong Estimate of i;'lm Climracter of
s Major Bcott.

Ix MeMorias.—In its proper place in
this izaue will be fonnd the ohitnary no-
tice of Muajor John M, Scott, wlhose and-
den demise was a shock to a large circls
of friends and acquaintancas. While
many of our readera wonld no dodbt
prefor that wa filled this spaca with an
acconnt of n murder or an olapemont,
we cannot let the opportnnity pass to
say & few words regarding one so closely
identified with thainterests of this com-
munity.

When we entered this town thres
years ago, we were dead brokoe and had
18 blisters on each foot, having hoofed
it over 200 miles. Ounr printing outfit
was packed on the back of a burro, and
consisted of 40 ponnda of type, half a
bundle of print paper and five or six half
colnmn plates ﬂﬂmtent wedicing adver-
tisements, That first night we rlept
nnder A wagon on the public gquare,
while onr burro satiafied his hunger by
nibbling a cactus. The Hrst man to
speak to ns next morning was Mnjor
Scott. He offered us a drink and lent
us 3 in cash, und thns assisted ns to lay
the foundation of our present prosperity.

Now that the major has passed from
earth away we may state in 1530 he was
sentenced to state prison in Ohio for
borrowing horses. He was an ambitions
eritter and dug his way out and headed
for Sunset. We conld have given him
Away any day f]u:‘ill%thﬂ last two years,
but he knew that he was safe in onr
hands. Many 'of our citizens noticed
that the major always exhibited consid-
#rable narvonsness when the stage coma
in, and if thers was a stranger in town
he kept in the backgroond until some
one nscertained what bueiness had
brought the man here.

While we loved the major in & gen-
eral way, wo wera not blind to his
bad points. He wounld get drunk. He
wonld cheat at cards. On one occasion
he stols our mule. On nnother he
ralsed ns ont of A game of poker by
presenting two guna at onr unpro-
tected breast. It will be remembered
that we had to ghoot him in 18060 and
again in 1801 in gelf defense. He nom-
inated ns for mayor in one of the flower-
ieat speeches ever nncorked in this sub-
lime portion of the civilized world, and
the very next day 'went around town
abusing the memory of onr dend father
and predictiong that we would be defeat-
ed by 500 majority. [t was the majority
who eoeouraged ns to intreduce the
white ghirt and collars and cuffs into
thia town, and yet the very first time
we Appea in public wearing these
articles he headed the mob which thirst-
ed for our life. Um several occasions he
urged ns toshoot the postmaster; on sav.
eral other occasiona he urged the post-
master to shoot us,

There were timea when the deceased
wonld take onr sdvice in a brotherly
way, and there were other timesa when
he'd see us clear into New Mexico before
he'd admit that we knoew beane. It was
this erratic disposition of his which fin-
ally led to his sad end. The mnjor
WAS 8 ﬂrmt liar, but a poor hand with a

n. Ewveryboady knew this, and when

& falt just right he wounld admit it him-
self. A few days sgo ex-Judge Goodhue
of Lone Tree, in a moment of abstrac-
tion, mentioned the major's falling. The
mnajor felt insulted and decided to re.
move the judge to a happier world,. We
talked and argned and advised, bat he
WS ?ighea.ﬂnd. We tried to convince
him that tho judge wna lightniag on the
draw, but it waa no go. He went over
to Lone Tree to drop the jodge, and he
will never return. He hadn't got his
hand to his hip before the judge dropped
him.
Major Scott's spirit has crossed the
great divide. Whatit found on the other
sida no one can say. All may err. Every
man has ways unto himgelf. "While weo
have not attempted to gloss over his
faults, we earnestly and sincerely hope
thut his virtnes have proved more than
an offset in the land beyond our ken.
