Unhealthiness of Women's Clothes.

The arms, the
shoulders, und tne npper pait of the cheat
as low down as the top of the corset, will
be but slightly coverad, perhaps by the
outer dress only, Tho main part of the
trunk will he well and properly covered
until the region of the hip, the part about
which the petticoats and other garments
are attached, is reached, and here the body
is found surrcunded by many layers of
lothing that vary-according to the number
of garmente that encircle the lower extrem-
itiea, Thus the female body may be divid-
ed, according to the plan of physical geo-
graphy, into n frigid, u temperate and a
torrid zone, und I need scarcely say that
this eccentric distribution of warmth is

neither natural nor advantageous, und al-
thongh it may possibly be productive of no

direct contradiction to the laws of health,
and is an arrangement distinctly to be
avoided.

Celery for Rheumatism.

New discoveries of the healing virtuer of
plants are continually being made. Une of
the latest is that celery is a cure for rheu-
matism, and it has been asserted that the
disease is impossible if the vegetable be

cooked aud freely eaten. The celery should
be cut into bits and boiled 1n  water until
soft, and the water drank by the patient.
Cold and damp never prodaces, but simply
develops, the dizeaze. [Try this remedy
once and you will not do without it. Cook-
ed celery is a delicious dish for the table,
and the most conducive to the health, of
any vegetable thay can be mentioned.

Flowers in the Sick-room.

A great deal of nonsense has been talked
about the injuriona etfects of flowera in
the sick-rcom. The presence of flowers
with strong odors is uaually offensive to

persons in health, and, of course, is much
more so to an invalid with supersensitive
nerves. 'The presence, however, of flowers
with delicate fragrance ia generally bene-
ficial. Certain colors are siid to act
favorably upon the nervous system. Red
hlogsoms are atimulating, whuile delicate
blue flowers are soothing.

Dyspepsia.
¥or warding off dyspepsia, attention to
the condition of the mind is of as much 1m-
portance as Lo that of the body. It should,
be kept tranquil, for nothing is so likely to

bring on a recurrenze of th» disease a3 o fit
of passion or anxiety, or even intenss atudy
especially soon after a meal. Thein floenc,
of the mind on the digestive organs, indeedn
has been generaliy observed and has beet
referred to by many authors, both anciens
and modern.

Health Hints.

Flies have long been accused of spreading
disease : bat it is asserted now from
Havana that moaguitoes have a uso, for if
they inoculate any one after biting a yel-
low-fever patient, the disease which fol-

lows ig so mild that fatal resuits are rare.

A physician says that ninety-five femin-
ine disordera are diractly traceable to tight-
lacing, and that the prominent toust at
medical banquets should be—'* Woman,
God's best gift to man and the chief sup-
port of the dootora.”

When a child dhokes, what is the beat
thing to do? A contemporary recommends
the following : Take the child by the heels
with the head downwards, and pat it on
the back, when the article will probably be
dislodged from the throat and Einpnu of.

A CENTRAL PRISON GUARD SHOOTS
A REBELLIOUS CONVICT.

A ..owro Privoner Rushes on His Guard
‘I‘I}Ii a Murdcerons Knilfe—The €uar
Eboois 1o Save His Life

‘Central prison, Toronto was the scene of
a very unususl ocourrence Saturday
morning, An unruly prisoner fought
with his guard, and, wsecuring =&
large knife used to cut corn in the broom
factory, 'he made a mad rush for the
official and was shot down in his tracks.
Arthur Herbent, a colored conviot, was the
nggressor, snd Guard Hartley the official
upon whose life the determined attempt
was made,
REFUSED TO WORK.

Saturday morning when the prison
squad was paraded for work the big negro
complained of & some shin. There was
glight abrasion, and he was taken from
his accustomed work at the broom_ ma-
chineand given a job where he could =it
down and nurse his wounded limb, Still
Herbert™ complained. The corn was
too dusty to suit him, and everything
went wrong.

The 80 conviets in the shop looked up
from their task, but said no word.

(3uard Hartley walked:. over to the
prironer and told him that if he did not go
to work he would be reported and another
punishment added to his record. By way
of retort, Herbert threw aheavy, threc-
legged stool, on which ho had been seated
at the guard’s head, The guard carght
the flying &tool and it dropped to the
Hoor,

ATTACEED THE GUARD,

Then the colorad man leaped widly at
the guard, striking him in the face with his
olenched fist. The other convicts ceasad
work, but not one stirred, all looking calm-
ly on at the struggle. Guard Clancy ‘ran
up and the two officials tried to hold the
irate negro. Herbert is a large and
powerful man, snd the two guards had
more than they could do to handle him.
They could and did hold him still, but
when they endeavored to take him from
the shop they failed. The negro kicked out
and knocked Hartley down, Seeing that
they could not remove him without elabb-
ing him into insensibility, Clancy started
for Deputy-Warden Logan, awd Hartley
mounted the guard’s siand.

But the devil in the man was aroused
and knewno cringing. Scarcely had Hart-
loy got into the stand when the negro dash-
ed to n broom machine and scized one of
the large knives used tocut the corn.
(irasing it with both hande, he rashed at
the guard with brutal hate and ravage
bitteruess, hiz eyes blazing with maniacal
ferocity, his body haat and crouching lik e
that of o tiger ready to spring.

There it was found
that the bullet had struck Herbert about
four inches above the right nipple and pro-
ceaded downwards, lodging between the
wall of the abdomen and the outer skin.
The bullet has not. yet been removed, but
Herbert wiil recover,

During all the excitement not one of the
convicts moved from his work, shuwing
the perfect discipline that is maintained.

Herbert is the ** bad man " of the prison.
He is simply incorrigible, and hae been
continually in hot water, his blind ferocity
keeping him in perpetual trouble. Fre-
quently hos he been punished for insubordi-
nation, and, 1n fact has been regarded a2
the prison Ishmael Now a fit of sullen,
perverse obstinacy, now a flat refusal to
perform his workroom task, agein a refusal
to otey scme simple order, and still agsin &
savage attack upon a fellow-prisoner. Only
a fow nionths ago he attempted to carve a
prisoner with a kuife.

Although cnly the one conviction at
Hamilton for burglary is recorded against
Heroert, he is believed to be an old-timer,
An attempt was made by Deputy-Warden
Logan toindace him to tell something of hia
paat and to give the address ot his friends,
but he replied, ** I sse what you are alter,
but you can’t get it."

the Queen pins the glittering aud much
coveted baunble upon the coat of her eleva-
ted subject. This is all the ceremony
connected with the conferring of knight-
hood, butit is a great deal to the recipient.
It may be mentioned, however, that it 1s
her Majesty's castom to invite the nowiy-
made dignitary to luncheon or dinner be-
fore he returns to ng family.
