Those 13 people built a building 
they hoped would one day become a medical 
clinic.

SIP is currently working on providing 
mother/child/infant care services and in the 
future, they hope to have eye and dental 
services; AIDS/HIV training and compassion-
ate assistance, as well as provide a facility for 
education expansion.
