Lintner cherishes role as captain of Stouffville Spirit

Last season as a member 
of the Stouffville Spirit, Cam-
eron Lintner served as one 
of the Ontario Junior Hockey 
League club’s assistant cap-
tains.

“In minor hockey there’s 
not as much pressure 
because most of the guys on 
your team are the same age,” 
he said. “But in junior hockey 
you have a mixed bag with 
some guys who are older and 
some who are younger.

Given the added responsi-
bility to provide leadership on 
and off the ice, Lintner said 
his role has been made easier 
somewhat so far based on the 
club’s early season success to 

where they are currently in 
first place in the North Divi-
sion.

In fact, he conceded the 
club’s positive start has even 
exceeded his expectations.

Amassing one goal and 
nine helpers in 13 games 

this season, Lintner hopes an 
opportunity will present itself 
to where he can continue 
playing next year at the col-
legiate level.
