Ungder
the terms of the original will, these
scholarships were confined, to the
British Dominions over seas and the
United States of America, but by a
Codicil Germany was also  included.
I'he Codiecil is so illuminating that 1

~mperor has made instruction in Eng-
lish compulsory in German schools. 1
leave five yearly scholarships at Ox-
ford of £250 per annum to students of
(¢rman birth, the scholars to be nom-
nated by the German Emperor for the
time being. Each scholarship to con-
tinue for three yénrs so that each year
after the first three there will be fifteen
scholars, The object is that an under-
standing between the three great
powers will render war impossible and
educational relations make the strongest
tie.

turies of “ever broadenmmg commerce,
ot ever brightening science and ever
widening Empire "

It has been said that History is hut
a record of the lives and deeds of great
men of the past. M so, among  the
namgs of the great men who have borne
a conspicuous part in the opbuilding off
the British Empire, that of Cecil John
Rhodes is entitled to an honored place.
While he lived, Rhodes was not only
severely criticized, but grossly slander-
ed. His ambitions, his motives and his
methods were all subjected to the most
virulent attacks. &y m the face of all
these, his attitud®, as expressed by
himself, was “1 have my will here, and
when they abuse me 1 think of it, and
I know they will read it after I am
gone and will do me justice when | am
dead.” In the case of Rhodes, as in
that of his great Canadian contempor-
ary, Sir John A, Maedonald, it is now
generally conceded that “in the main
his ambition was entirely one for the
British Empire, its good and its great-
MNeas,

Kipling describes Rliodes as a
“"Dreamer devout, by vision led
Beyond our guess or reach
lhe travail of his spirit bred
Cities in. place of- speech.y’

South Africa was the Reld\ of his
activities, and since his death, through
the courageous poligy of the bresent
British .'H[”'lil'lj'hll,'{ititil n graating them
self-government, one™waf_the ambitions
which Rhodes cherished has been re<
alized in the recent union of the South
African states, along the paths which
he himself prepared and at a much
earlier date than he could have thought
pussible, in view of the bitter war which
raged  during the L'I--ni:!g years of - s

The
conditions upon which the scholarships
are granted are admirably thought out
and devised. Some of the more im-
portant of these are—(1) Candidates
must have passed their nineteenth but
not their twenty<fifth birthday, . and
those from Canada wmust be British
subjects, unmarried, and have reached
at least the end of the Sophomore vear
at _some recognized degree granting
university or college of Canada.

Rhodes, in his will, lays down clearly
the lines upon which scholars are to be
chosent. | again gnote the language of
the testator :—"My desire being that the
students who shall be elected to the
scholarships shall not he merely book-
worms, 1 direct that in the election of
a student to a srholorship, regard shall
be had to (1) his literary amd schol-
astic attainments: (2) his fondness of
and success in manly omdoor Sports,
such as cricket, football and the like:
(3) his qualities of manhood, truth,
devotion to duty, sympathy for the pro-
tec ion of the weak, kindliness, unsel-
hshness and fellowship, and (4) his ex-
hibition during school days of moral
torce of character and of instincts to
lead and to take an interest in his
schoolmates, for these latter  attributes
will* be " likely, in after life, to guide
him to es.eem the performance of public
duties as his highest aim." He also
suggests the walues to be assigned to
the several heads and recommends that
(2) and (3) should be decided in any
school or college by the votes of fellow
students, and (4) by the head of the
school or college.

The ideal scholar outlined in the fore-
going 15 one that ought to satisfy the
most exacting educationist. [t 18 an
mspiring ideal and is one that those in
charge of education in Ontario might
well keep ‘before the eves of our voung
to copy. There is no
centrance hére for the mere bookworm
or for the sybaritic youth who is will-
il'.ﬁ to desert the campus for the smiles
He must, as a re-
cent writer in the “Standard.of Empire”
puts 1t, be “neither perfect prig nor
muddied oaf,” but he must be mentally,

physically, socially and morally an em-

mently “fit” young man, a “lad o'
pairts,” who can show himself to pos-
sess—the-qualities of leadership.

Thetre are
besides, eleven ex-scholars in residence
engaged in teaching research or special
study for examinations, making a total
of 1#0.. The report for the academic
year 1907-8 shows that of the whole
number of scholars in residence at Ok-
ford, 66 were from colonies of the em-
pife, 11 from Germany, and 79 from
the United States of America.

In concluding this altogether inade-
quate appreciation of Rhodes and his
work, especially in relation to their ef-

quoting Nipling's lines :—
“Living he was the land, and dead
His soul shall be her soul.”
Lireat as was the work which Rhodes
accomplished in his comparatively short
hie, 1t was followed after his death by

known and understood among the
teachers and trustees of Omntario. Ag
present, “such knowledge almost
wholly confined to umiversity circles,
and even m the official publications of
Uxford, owing to its extremely conser-
vative practices, it i1s diffhicult to dis-
cover anything abouwt them.

My suggestion is that the Department
of LEducation be respectfully requested
to consider the advisability of making
the Rhodes scholarships more widely
known 1o the .teachers and scholars
thrgughout the province, ' A short, con-
cise statement might, at a small cost,
be printed and issued to the principals
of the high schoels for framing and
placing m the reading or common
rooms of their schools. In this way, a
noble ideal, likely to inspire in them
worthy ambitions, and of great value
in shaping their livés, would be con-
tnuously presented to the scholars.
