S8ir Theodore Martin's long friend-
ship with Queen Victoria was & privi-
lege he valued very hughly, and some
of the most vivid and charming rem-
iniscences of the late Queen were
those he published nnlg a lew years
ago. When it was decided to publish
a life of the Prince Consort Sir Arthur
Helps was to have been entrusted
with the biography. Feeling that the
task was beyond his powers, he urg-
ently recommended that his friend
Mr. Martin should undertake it. In
taking up the work the latier wvery
soon found how great were the re-
sponsibilities attaghed to it. On one
occasion he went to Windsor to con-
sult the Queen as to the advisability
of making certain statements. Her
advice was unhesgitating. “Tell the
truth as vou find it in the materials
at your command,'”” she said. “Tell
the truth, no matter whom it hurts.
Truth is a wvery precious thing to
people in my position.”’ |

quoting. "It is always to be rémem-
bered,” he said, ““that Queen Victoria
was two women at the same time—on
the one hand a loving wife and moth-
er, and on. the other an exceedingly
dignified sovereign.
