Congealed Oratory Is Cosily But Rare.
v Read.

Under our hand are three volumes
of Hansard, Parliament’'s 1911-12 con-
tnbution to the wisdoin of the ages.
Hansasds are uselul books. They need
not be,read, but they do bhelp to make
a library look solid. The back of a
Hansard; handsome in & heavy sori
of way, with black and gold trum-
mings, has an outward appearance of
gravity and profound comoeil. which
may nol be ' ..ne out by ite contents.
Most of the speeches talk much and
jittle. In the nature of things a

Some people make it a matler of
pride to have a complete set of Han-
sard, from 1867 down to the present
time. Outside ol public libraries, per-
baps, a score of persons in Canada
may have this full record of the de-
bates of Parliament. They ¢lass them
for rarity and value with first editions,
tall copies, and de luxe blndnnz but
this- is probably putting tov bigh a
price on them. So far as the matter
