EXECUTED BY REDS

Fought Brilliantly Against the
German_ Fleet In
1917.

Berlin, Jan. 8—The Russlan news-
paper Prisyne, a copy of which has
been received here, contains a =
ported execution of Admiral Bak-
hireff, who fought brilllantly against
the German fleet in 1917. The ad-
miral, says the newspaper, was accus-
ed of plotting against the Soviet Gov-
ernment.

PROF. E. MACKAY
DEAD AT HALIFAX

A Very Prominent Education-
.Ist S8uccumbs to Attack
of Pneumonia.

HalHax, N.8. Jan. 8.—In the death
of Prof. Ebenezer MacKay, at the
Halitax Infirmary, Nova Beotia loses
one of her foremost educationists. He
was for more than two decades tenant
of the chair of chemistry and mine
ralogy at Dalhousie University. He
was taken il] with pneumonia over a
week ago. He was 66 vears of age,
and was born at FPlainflald, Pletou
County, In 1864, His first sduca-
tion was at the .Pleton Academy.
Next he came to Dalhousie, and was
awarded hia Bachelor of Arts with
first class honors in 1888. He was
also awarded the MacKenzie gold
medal. From 1886 to 1892 he was
principal of the New Glasgow High
School, leaving that position to un-
dertake special studies in his chosen
field at Harvard and at Prineeton. In
1896, ten years after his graduation,
he obtained a Fh.D. at Johns Hop-
kins, and came to Dalhousie as Mae-
leod profeasor of chemistry and
mineralogy. Ha was unmarried.
