Taese chyracters, these changes and these

turnsof elevated sentiment are veryastonish-

ing. Itis impossible te remark without

respect and admiration. the npoble daring

apd enthusiastic generosity of those devor-

ed followers of the Youthful Prince, who

came to wrest the sceptre from the grasp
of the House of Brunswick. Those brave
warriors paused pot to cast one look upon
the. gigantic force opposed to them.—
Witbout hesitating to contrast the High-
land Kilt end Spear, with the formidable
Lance and Bayonet of England, with her
Artillery at her feet, and her Fleet in the
distance, these men rushed on their cause,
when at every step, they incurred Treason
and Death. They put no question to their
Chief, but * was it bis will 7"’ none to the
Prince, but * did he lead 1" The History
of the wourld can hardly afferd such an in-
stance of magoenimilty apd elevation of
sentiment. From this fact, we may learn
an important lesson ; videlicet, the neces-
sity of epreading political koowledge a-
mong the people ! for want of this, were
those brave men doomed to perish! and
the benefits of the Revolution to be endan-

gored ! apd by whem was this twe feld
injury to be inflicted? by the noblest race
of men, subject to the British Crown.

Had they been joined by the portbern
Counties of England, the daoger might
have been fatal to the Copstitution! Had
the northern Counties been as generous
asnd brave, as they were mistaken in prio-
ciple, the Rebellion would have beensuc-
gesslul, the Brunswick Family would bave
beea chased from the Throne, and the
general cause of human liberty defeated ;
eud all this erisiog from a wistake, from a
misstatement of hereditary right. This, and
this alone, led Scotland to stand by the
Pretender.

We should not, as some have done, in-
sultthese brave men, these heroes of the
Highlands : they were not led on by the
hope of plunder and ambition : no, it was
affection to the Chief, in the follower ; it
was loyalty to the Prince, in the Chief.—
This, it was, which made them boast of it,
as the good, and the true cause. It was
from their notions of the indefeasible no-
tions of heriditary right—As it was sung
in the ballad of the day.

They had no visions of imaginativn ; mno
Giants on the mountains; no Spirits in
the air ; no Fairies in the forest; go ma-
tiopal music; no bonds of generosity.—-
Much was heard of the balance of trade,
and more of profit and loss. The useless
ness of sentiment without the sober guid-
ance of the judgment and of the under-

standiog hasbeen alreads pointed eut) it
pow remains to be shewn that along with
the judgment and understanding there must
be elevated sentiment to complete the cha-
racter. In a commercial country ; abilities
and science cannot defend the inhabitants
without such a spirit. The romantic sen-
timents of nature although they may be
despised on the Stock Exchange, oreves
in the Royal Society, must not b banish-
ed from the Land ; or, if they be, we shall
hecome, like Holland ; surrounded by the
Images of its commercial greatness; bet
no longer, that same Holland, which had
defied Philip, and, had defeated the armies
of Louis. In saying thus much, it is oot
intended to detract from the blessings of
commerce and opulence, but to assert
that, without personal virtue, and personal
spirit, they have a tendency to draw od
ruin. This spirit therefore, should be che-
rished ; and, this cannot be done by press-
ing hard on the democratical part of the
Nation: this caunot be done by withhold-
ing education from the poor: it canooly
be done, by means, contrary to these; by
accustoming each man to coosider himself
as of importance, and to take an ioterest
in the affairs of his pative country.

Such are the reasoniogs which force
themselves upon our attention when con-
sidering this important and romaatic fea-
ture in the History of Great Britain.

own, by some quaint and extraordinary re-
mark, the influence of her chdrms.

In her instance, indeed, a perfect bon fon,
and some wit, redeemed the failure, and
sometimes rendered it even agreeable; but
generally speaking, there is nothing more
obtrusive and troublesome ih epnversation,
thao a coquet of this inordinate calibre. If,
oo the contrary, it be asked in what the
difference consists, between the conversa-
tion of a2 man of a lively fancy and well-
stored mind, and that of a woman of sense
and gpirit, or why the latter possesses a de-

cided superiority over the former? 1
should pal hesnale iq place tha uukpawa

charm in that dash of coquetry which is
inseparable, from female pature. The
woman constaotly agacee by the desire te
please, like an high-spirited horse that feels
the spur, is kept on the alert, and throws
out all her fire in a thousand graceful aod
lively movents, which are not strictly ne-
cessary to the progression of discourse, but
which infinitely adorn it. The conversa-
tional powers of a man of wit can ooly be
excited by the desire to shine ; but between
that desire and the wish to please there is
a vast difference. The desire to shine is
apt, at every turn, to betray the speaker
into presumption, and to stimulate him to
usurp too large and overpoweriog a share
of the eonversation. It leads, also, to an
unhappy forgetfuloess of the genius of the
time and pluce, to a disregard of ** les con-
venances.” The wish to please, on the
other hand, shoys jiself_ag much in for-
hearance as io ,"and itdevelopes a de-
licacy of tact thal leaves every oope pre-
sent satisfied with himself. The charm of
female society of the highest polish, is no
where so well known, or sn]?nwerl'uﬂg felt
asin France: and it is in Fraoce, il any
where, that coquetry is reduced to an art—
I had almost said, a science ; forin a French
woman of any talent, the iostinet is con-
trolled and subdued with a picety that par-
takes almost of philosophy. With such a
woman, no matter what her age or pérso-
nal appearance may be, the sex of the
speaker is never absent from your thoughts,
though she never directly reminds you of it
herself: and she makesit impossible to lis-
ten to her with that languid indifference
which will sometimes steal over the sen-
ses in male society, however brilliant, or
however profound. [In this particular,
Madame de Stael was an exception amoog
her countrywomen. In her, the vanity of
the author prevailed over the coquetry of
the woman. Copstantly possessed by the
‘dea of bersell, she disserted when she
should have discoursed, and talked only
for display. Byron measured her very just-
ly, when he preferred her conversation=
forap hour. By reducing herself to the le-
vel of & man, she lost a large part of th
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
