M=s. Suerwoop has published oftener
than any other female writer who ever liv-
ed. Ninety-three publications we know af,
varyiog io size from atract to the present
three-volume povel, aod in price from two-
pzuce to twenly-seven shillings. She has
issued a perfectshower of tales, forall ages,
and n eomplete collection of her works
would form a juveoile library. Iler popu-
larity has been extensive, hut peculiar:
many ol her productions have reached,

Look wili pass over. ** How zood itisof
the people who writes books,” said a little
boy to his inother—*how good it is ol them
to put MoraL in large leiters, to show vou
what to skip.”” This is a fact; and we
suspeet that many, not chiidren, are of
much the same mind. Unless the delinea-
tions of character and circmstance be stri-
king and iostructive, pno moraliziog will
make them so. There wanis 2 comprom:
ise between the two great partics of wri-
ters of fiction .those who sysiemati *ally in-
troduce religion, aud those who systemati-
cally avoid it: voe should become aware,
that to iotroduce it on petty occasions, and
to endeavour to ground excitement upon
it, is trifling; and the other might learn,
with advaotage, that to stop short of in-
troducing it on great occasions, is irreve-
rent negleet, a neglect too, that very ofien
njures the literary vakue ol a work. We
should not think very highly of that per-
son's taste, who would expunge the con-
flicts of Andrew Dell, from Mr. Galt's
Lawrie Tadd ;" or the preshytery scene
from ** The heart of Mil Lothian " or
Receeen, rom * Ivanhoe,"—yet Christian
pripeiple, ejther ip astate of cooflict or irj-
umph, is the main-spriog of all.
