We have not as yet had time 10 peruse the
several provisions of the Bill with any atten-
tion, but we learn from various sources that it
is viewed in a wvery livorable light by the
House, and that it will most probably pass the
Assembly this Session.

An iostitution of this deseription has been
long wanted in Upper Canada, and under ju-
dicious management it cannot fail of contribut-
ing greatly to the prosperity of the Province.
It will, in an especial manner, advance the in-
terests of the extensive Landholders—a class
of persons hitherto but too much kept in the
back ground. In other countries real estate

forms the very foundation and basis of wealth.
In Upper Canada the case is otherwise. A
person may possess thousands of acres of Land
in the Province, and suffer the greatest incon-
venienceies and privations for the waot of a
small sum of money. Our preseat Provincial
Banks, however respeciable and well conduet-
ed, are merely commercial institutions, and
are but ill ill ealeulated to aid and assist many
depariments of active enterprize in the coyn-
