Correspondence of the Commercial Advertiser:
_ Chicaoo, June 20th, 1835,

Dear Sir—You have been alreadv made acquain-
ted with oar peregrinations in pursuit of the far
west, up to our Departure from Mackinaw—ouar
next stopping place was at fort Howard, a military
post, eituated at the mouth of the Fox river, at the
southern extremity of Green Bay. Thisis a place
of considerable importance, and promises to be the
site af a flourishing town. The Fox river is navk
gaEJIF for hnia_tnhwillluin a short distance of Winneba-
g0, from wihich place a portage of one mile -
rates it from the navigahllzowntﬁﬁu of the Uuiuwm.
The territory around Green Bay is rapidly filling
up, and at this mament the setilement at fort Howe
ard has two churches, two comfortable hotels seven
stores well stocked, and about fifty dwelling houses.
The river is setled fur a dozen miles on each side
by whites; and the Stoekbridge and Oneida tribes
of Indiane, many of which have farms well cultiva-
ted, ocenpy for some distance above. The climate
is =aid to be severe, but judging from our own ex-
perience, we should consider it warm, as the ther-
n—._::m:tel.: ﬂ?ﬁdq 13th of June,) at 98°, and green
Ve received @ mn&idemhﬁrnmhmnﬂﬂm
bers at this place, some of them speculators bound
to Chicago, and others travellers going east. Les-
ving furt Howard, we bent our course directly for
Chicago—our passage up the bay was delightful, &
we were constantly interested and amused by watch-
ing the Indians sweeping along in their light ca-
noes or examining the broken outline of the coast
covered with trees, and indented by bays. The
next morning found us in lake Michigan with a stuff
breeze cutting our way through a dense fog; to-
wards evening the breeze increéased, the sea
and before midnight, crockery smashing, boxes
shifting, chairs tumbling, pigs squealing, sheep bleat-
ing—every thing in motion gave evidence of a
wind—we shipped a sea into our cabin windows,
which seut our passengers dripping upon deck, and
afforded one of our friends (a nervous little fellow)
an opportunity of trying his life preserver, had he
aot previously placed himaself, life preservour and
all, on the stairs, hall way up the gangway, with his
winbrella spread thathe might use it as a sail in case
of emergency; but though the sea was running hi
there wus no manner of danger, and even the ladies
were perfectly tranquil. e arrived at Chieago in
the moruing, but the wind continued eo strong that
scarce a dozen of us dared to go on shore; but the
old adage—it is an ill wind that blows no one luck—
proved true on this occasion. Arriving on shore I
found the streets crowded, the hotels spilling over,
and travellers arriving from east, west, north and
!uuth, sowne on horseback, some in waggons, some
in boats.

Chicago is situated about fifteen milés from the
southern extremity of Lake Michigan, oo = river of
the same name, which, at the distance of a mile
from the lake, divides into two branches—knowu as
the north and south forks—both of which are navi-
gable for the largest size of lake craft to the distance
of six miles from their confluence. Along these &
the main etream the village is built.
