Washington are now in the' height of their
season, and the capital has better theatres
than it has ever had before. Within the last.
two years two new large buildings have been
erected, and the little theatres of days past
have degonerated into twenty-five cent amuse-
ment halls. Theatre tickets at Washington
cost £1.25 for the parquet, §1 for the arches-
tra circle and fifty and seventy-five cents
for tho-balcony. Some of the biggest attrac-

tions, however, of shows here, are to be seen

among the audience. This is composed of
generals and statesmen, and it is not uncom-

mon to have a president in the house. At

Albaugh's Grand opera house the other night
I saw a great many noted men and women.

President Cleveland aiid his wife occupied
one box and Senator Sherman and his little
daughter another. ~In a third box was Sec-
retary Whitney, together with his wife and a
number of other fashionable ladies, and scat-

tered about the crowd in the pit were a num-
ber of public men, any one of whom would be
considered a hero outside of Washington.

THE CLEVELANDS AT THE PLAY,

Mrs. Cleveland listened clusely to the play.
She didn't pay much attention to the au-
dience, and she withstood without blushing
the thousand and one opera glasses which
were leveled at her. The president himself
sat beside her, and during the different
scenes he now and then made a remark to
her. Botween the acts he chatted quite freely,
and I saw him several times laugh heartily
at some remark which his very pretty wife
made. Mrs. Cleveland is looking remarkably
well. Her cheeks are plump, her eyes bright,

| and she has not that worn and weary appear-

ance which is so common in Washington so-
ciety belles.

The women of Washington are the most
tired, faded and worn out set of females on
God's footstool. They have but little fresh-
ness of complexion and there is little beauty
among them. I have never lived in a city
which had so few good looking young women,
and I have never visited any place which had
so many gray haired, fine looking old ones.
The gray hair seems to come very quickly in
Washington, and without one bas a very safe
position and a good income the wrinkles come
with it. Employment in the government de-
partments is death to contentedness of mind,
and the 4.000 women and girls who are here
employed show the effect of worry and care
upon their features.  They go to bed at night
fearing that they may wake inthe morning
finding a notice of dismissal from their work.
Many of them have families dependent upon
them, and to the great majority their salary

is their only means of support. If the matter
could be investigated, 1 doubt not that there
{s more care, worry and trouble among
Washington women than among those of any
other city in the country.

Another cause of worry to our women
here is their desire to rise in social rank. The
desciples of the ragged edge are numerous at
the capital, and every one is striving to climb
a little higher. Most people live beyond their
incomes, and credits are more freely given
in Washington than elsewhere. Isee well
dressed women at receptions who buy their
clothes by installments, and many a woman
