 GEORGIA FARMERS WHO SAY THE
TIMES ARE DULL NOWADAYS.

—— ——

Contrast Between the Old Days and the
- News=Machinery Gradually Finding &

Place=Reapers in Place of Sickles.
Some General Information. |

SAavaxNaH, Feb, 1.—Rice planters -are
great growlers. They are always complain-
ing of something. If it isn't the weather it
is the labor, and if it isn’t the labor it's the
price of rice. The truth is they have pretty
good reason to complain. They are not as
prosperous us they were when they owned
their labor. Once thoy'wem regarded as the
nabobs of all this section of the country.
They had their fine houses and drove their
fine horses. They 'went north or to Europe

and few troubles for them. Thoy are culti-
vated gentlemen now, as a rule, but their
pocketbooks are not as fat as they were thirty

years ago,

But why the rice planting interest is not as
prosperous now as it used-to be, is hard to ex-
plain. Perhaps, after all, it is more prosper-
ous than the rice planters would have the
world believe, Those who make a living by
tilling the soil are inclined to look on the

gloomy side of things, |

The methods of the cultivation of rice are
gradually changing. The old planters re-
member very well when they had neither
plow nor harrow, and when the planting was
done with the hoe and the hand. The soil

was turned up and the trenches were made
with a hoe. The rice was drilled in the
trenches by hand. Of course the planters had
to have plentyof help. About all of them
owned their labor, and, hence, they did not
realize how much their crops cost to make
them, [n those days they considered that
about ten bands were necessary to make an
acre of ricee The hoe was kept moving
pretty steadily until the crop needed no
further attention. When the rice ripened
the sickle was used to harvest it. It can be
readily scen how slow the process was,
and vet the planters were contented,
and the negroes were apparently happy.
Now only about half as many
hands are requirédd to an acre. The
mule, plow, harrow and drill have largely
superseded the negroand the hoe. The planter
now talks about the number of plows he is
rur.ning, instead of the number of hoes.  His
fields arv prepared quickly, and the rice 1s
put into the ground by a machine. The hoe
is still useful, however, in cutting the grass
out of the growing rice. The water does
| mu-h of that, because the fields, which are
| almadst always below the water courses, are
| flooded at stated periods during the growing

SOANOI.

How long it was before the planter would
perinit a machine to cut their rice! “Oh,
no,” they said, “it will never do to let a reap-
ing machine enter our rice fields, the rice is
so lizhtly attached to the stalk that more
than half of it will bo lost.”™ Their fears
were overcome, however, and now the sicklo
is gradually becoming a forgotten instru-
ment in rice culture.  During the past sea-
son there were planters who even used the
self hindinz reapers. If any one had sug
gested such a thing ten years ago he would
have been regarded by rice planters as fit for
a lunatic asvium.

What a remarkable change has taken place
in the market value of the rice lands! When
they were worked by slave labor they were
assosse«l all the way from 8100 to §XX an
acre. Now the best of them do not commanxd
more than ). They are not as productive
now as they were when first placed under cul
| tivation, but they are still very richh. They
Lie along the rivers and smaller streams, and
are comnparatively worthless for anything but
rice. Under slave labor they yielded frou:
fifty tosixty bushels an aere, and under [res
lalor they yield from thirty to forty. There
| is no Joubt that the cultivation under slave
| labor was in every respect superior, but it i
probablo that if fertilizers were used more
freely the lands would recover their original
| fertility,

The neroes on the rice plantations are a
(ueer ot Tl]l"_\' se ittle of civihization and
occupy a much lower place in the scale of in
| telligence than the cotton plantation negroes.

Those not familiar with tuem find it ex-
"'tl"l*lllﬁl_\‘ difficult to understand them. The
malaria of the flooded rice tields does not af-
fect them injuriously. (i appears to agree
with them as well as it does with the alliga-
tors. What shiftess, lazy creatures they
are! They dom't care much whether they
work or not. The rivers and crveks afford
them an abundance of fish and ovsters, and
doubtless they are not often without rice
They are given tasks just as in slave times,
but they cannot be made to do their work
well. If complaint is found with their weork
they will hunt for planters who will let them
de pretty much as they please. What paydo
they get! Well, not a great deal. About
fifty cents a day, except at harvest time,
when they get a little more,

There is one thing connected with rice in
which there has been no advancement in half
a century, and that is the pounding of it
The same comparatively erude methods which
were emploved Ly the mills when they were
frst established, to change the rough rice to
clean rice, ;o caployed by them now, The
inventive faculty of the present day has left
this flekd entirely alone

“Of course the rice planters are all protec-
tionists: th)y believe they couldn’t live with
out a protective duty on rice. At present,
however, they are not bothered by rice from
abroad. Competition to the Georgia and
South Carolina states comes from Loulsiana,
where a lower grade of rice is produced,
Notwithstading the complaiuts of the plant-
ers and the low price of rice lands, it is no-
ticeahle that plantations which have not been
worked since the war are being taken up and

placed in comndition for eultivation,
