" Printed In 163 Lasguages and Distribe |

The American Bille society has just com-
piled the results of its work for the past year.
It bas issned, 977,605 volumes, besides 500,000
in foreizn laguds. 'l his makes the total num-
ber of Bibles issuad by the society since its or-
ganization in 1536 45,350,251, Tho corrected
proof of the last pages of the New Testament

! in Ponape have been returned from Microne-

si, and the last pag-s of the Muskokee Testa-
ment from Okmulgee. The Dakotans want a
new cdition in their language,

The American Bible society has pullished
the Bible in all the langnages of Europe, and
in Reval-Estonian, Irish, Finnish, four dia-
lects of Africa, Gsebo-Mpongwe, Benga, Di-
kele, Zulu; in the langunges of the Sandwich
Islands and Micronesia; in the Slavie, Bulga-
riapn, Chinese and Japanese, and in ten North
American Indian dialects, making forty-eight
in all. - Those issued by the British and For-
eign Bible society makes the total number of
languages and dialects in which the Bible is
printed to-day by these socictics 165, Of
these the oddest looking are the Irish, Sla-
vonic, Turkish aml Azerbijan or Tartar-
Turkish, Georgian, Svriac, Arabie, Ethiopic,
Tigre (which has a colon after every word),
Amharie, Persian, FPali, Pari-Gujerati,.
Sindhi, Cararcsc, Malaylar, Undu, Orissa,
Biamese, Durman, "libetab, Karen, Java-
nese, Coptic, Crie, Tinne and Cherokee.

“How. many translitors do you employ
was asked of the Rev. Dr. Alex. McLean, one
of the secretaries,

done by the missionarics, who have to study
the language of the country in which they
labor.
