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FIFTY YEARS A QUEEN.

THE JUBILEE PROCESSION AS SEEN
IN LONDON YESTERDAY.,

A Most Maguificent Spectacle=Scene ﬁl‘
Unamaraleled Grandeur in Westminster
Abbey—Loyal Millions Cheer Her Ma-
jrltr—ﬂﬂrﬁ-um Array of Decorations
all Along the Royul Houte.

Loxpox, June 21.—The first day of the
fifty-first year of the reign of Queen Vie.
toria over (ireat Britain opened with perfect
summer weather in London. A lovelier day
could not have been desired for the celebra-
tion of her majesty’s jubilee, The sun shone
brightly, the air was clear and not very
warm, and a gentle breeze blew steadily.
The crowds scattered over the city are un.
precedented in numbers and size. Thousands
of people who yesterday sclected locations
along the route of to-day's procession in or-
der to retain them, occupied their stations
all night and many used camp stools or im-
provised rests to enable them to withstand
the long and tiresome occupation. A steady
stream of carriages and i:slrinm poured
constantly all night until dawn through the
city from all directions towards the west
end. At five o'clock every point of vantage
along the streets composing the royal pro-
cession route was secured. At 9 o'clock the
line of route was on each side a compact
mass of people. Everybody, despite the
discomfort of the crowding, manifested the
utmost good humor. The scene at West.-
minster abbey was most brillisnt. Every
seat was filled, and every person present
was a distinguished person. \When the in-
dentities were enumerated it seemed as if
every locality of the world over had sent one
or more of its representative persons to do
honor to England’s queen on Britain's great:
est holiday. There never probably in modern
timnes assembled under one roof an audience
s0 well and so brilliantly arrayed.

Every man present entitled to wear a uni-
form or decoration had it on. When this
audience was all seated the scene presented
was incomparable. ‘When the sun shone
brightly through the noble stained windws
of the abbey its rays fell upon an unac.
customed sight, and the picture was indes-
cribable. This audience banked, up as it was
in church was anything but sombre.
