A MOST NATURAL AND EASY MODE
OF SWIMMING. ‘

Interesting Incldents in the Life of the
Philanthropist, Stephen GirardeDeriva-
tion of Words Relating to. Money That
Are Doth Instructive and Entertaining.

As Philadelphia is where an elaborate cele-
bration of the anniversary of the birthday cf
the philanthropist, Stephen Girard, is to be
held this year, it may be well to acquaint our
yvounger readers with a %w of the many in-
cidents of this good man's notable life.

Btephen Girard was born ‘in Borleaux,
France, about the year 1750, He came to
Philadelphia for the first time in 1760, and it
is told that be was obliged to borrow &5 to
bring him into that city. He died in Decem-
ber, 1831, an old man, almost 82 years of age.
During his long life he advanced step by step
upward, beginuing at the early age of 17 asa
eabin boy in a ship, then a cook, and from
thence onward to steward, mate and captain,
until he became a very successful mariner
and merchant. Having no children of his
own, Mr, Girard left at his death the immense
fortune of nearly 5,000,000 for the founding
and maintenance of a college for boys, now
known the country over as “Girard college.”

THE PUILANTHROPIST'S GIG.

In the midst of his prosperity it is told that
Mr. Girard neverdost his fondness for young
people and canary birds, all of whom be liked
well, but best of all e liked his farm down
in “the Neck.” A writer in Domestic Monthly
tells how evary day in his yellow gig Mr.
Girard drove down there, and then took off
his coat and went to work. Rich though bhe
was, he did not disdain manual labor, but
found pleasure in the recreation, as well os
profit from hLis farm.

Somo idea may be gained perhaps of the
extent of good accomplished by Mr. Girard’s
princely present to the city of Philadelphia
when it is konown that 1,100 boys attended
Girard college last year.

Words KHelating to Money.

The derivations of words relating to mmoney
and commerce are both interesting and in
structive. The word money is from moneta,
because in IRome coins were first regularly
struck in the temple of Juno Moneta, which
again was derived from monere, to warn, he-
cause it was built on the spot where Manlius
bheard the Gauls approaching to the attack of
the city. **Coin™ is probably from the Latin
cuneus, a die or stamp,

Many coins are merely so called from their
weight, as for instance the English pound,
the French livre, Italian lira; others from
the metal, as the rupee from the
Banskrit rupya, silve?; others from the
bead of the state, as the sovereign,
crown ; others from the proper name of the
monarch, such as the Louis d'or, or the
Napoleon. The dollar or thaler is short for
the Joachimsthaler, or money of the Joach-
ims valley, in Bohemia, where these coins
were flrst struck in the Bixteenth century.
Guireas were first called after the country
from which the gold was obtained, and the
franc is an abbreviation of the inscription
Francorum Rex. The sou is from the
Latin solidus. The word shilling appears to
be derived from a root signifying to divide;
and in several cases the name indicates the
fraction of some larger coin, as the denarias,
half-penny, farthing, cent and mill. The
pound was originally not a coin, but a weight,
and comes from the Letin pondus. The
British pound orviginally was a pound of
silver, which was divided Into 240 pemnies,
The origin of the word penny is unknown,
Some bave derived it from pendo, to weigh;
but this does not seqm very satisfactory. The
word “sterling” s said to go back to the time
of the Conquest, but the derivation has been
much dispated.
