Forty
yoars agv she was ove of the wost noted
wuwen in Europe, and her resideunce in
the Exst has lvuy been a sort of scanda-
lous romance. The daughter of the late
Admirsl Sir Heury bigby, beautiful,
witty, and rich, she mar 10\{ in 1824 the
Earl of Klleuborvugh, who was afterwards

Guvernor-Ueneral of India, and who ltE

She waa about seventeen
years of age at the tuve uf her wariiage,
and Eleubormngh, who was a widower,
was thirty four.
