OUR VOLUNTEER MILITIA:

The desultory discussion in Committee
of Supply on Thursday evening, over the
items for military purposes, clearly estab-
lished the fact that this department of the
public service is judiciously and economi-
cally managed. The object of the Gov-

'{ ernment seems to be to maintain a suit-

able volunteer force in as efficient a state
as possible, and with as little exponse as
the nature of things will admit. Mr.
Ross (Middlesex) made some good sug-
gestions, maintaining that too' much
money was spent for purposes out-
side the practical service, and toc much
attention usually shown to the more de-

monstrative, but less useful parades, &e.
We are pleased to observe a general de-
sire on the part of officers and men to
have the annual drills take place at com-
panies headquarters, instead of at camps,
as heretofore. The benefit derived from
these annual gatherings is of question-
able importance, while the evil, directly
and indirectly, aceruing therefrom is fully
recognized. There is not much likelihood
of our having hostile relations with the
United States, the only nation to which
we are exposed, and hence the neceasity
for maintaining a large volunteer force, at
a great expense, is mnot urgent. OUur
people are superlatively loyal, and will
reapond to any call for defensive service
at & wmoment's notice. A small ferce,
thoroughly drilled, to be kept as & nu-
cleus, about which a larger body could be
easily gathered in case of need, is quite
sufficient for present purposes. This ia
manifestly the policy of the Govern-
ment, and the almost unanimous approv-
al of the House sustains them.

o

There has been further discussion of the
Pacific Railway question in the House,
and further confirmation of the wisdom of
the course pursued by the Government.
The Premier has been more than once
complimented by members of the Uppo-
sition for the full and explicit statements
he has given on this vexed subject.

By the proper rubical usages Passion |

Week is that which precedes Holy Week,
commencing on Passion Sunday, the fifth
Sunday 1n ient. In the Ronian calendar
the whele of the last fortnight of Lent 1s
known by the name of Passiontide, and
all the services of that tide differ in many
respocts from ' those, not alone of the
year, but even of the rest of Lent. But

Holy Week has come to mean the lut‘

week in Lent immediately preceding
Easter Sunday. It was called in early
Christian ages the Great Week, both be-
cause it is observed with the greatest
solemnity and strictness. < Christians
were wont to fast on one meal of bread,
salt aud water, taken in the evening,
while many abstained from all food the
entire woek, and a still greater mumber
touch no nourishment during Good Fri-
day and Holy Saturday. In the middle
ages it was called the Authentic Week,
and in Germany, Denmark and the
Scandinavian peninsula it is still known
as such.

In ritualistio churches, the ceremonies
begin on Palm Sunday, when the blessing
of palm branches and the distribution of
them to the people, who carry them in
procession are designed to | the cir-
cumstances attending Christ’'s trinmph-
ant entrance. On Wednesday, Thursday
and Friday ovenings, the office Teueorswe
(darkness, from the darkening of the
churches) is chanted. A large candlestick
is placed near the alter, bearing fifteen
tapers disposed in the form of triangle,

of the prophets. As the psalms are sung
the tapers are extinguished, until only
the topmost remains. This, as it repre-
sonts Christ, is taken down and carried
