predecessors in [ormer days.”

ln 1860 Hon, P. M. Vaokoughnet,
Commissioner of Zrown Lands, in his
u_orparlmunul Report, wrote as follows:
“The first ebject to be attamed by the
(Governmeut of B new country is the
seltlement of it by peaceful indus-
irious settlers. In a country like ours,
where the wsettler, before he can plant
anything in the earth to bring forth food
fur his support, has to stroggle with the
primeval forest, the abject of the regula-
tions relative to the sale of lahd should
ho Lo make thia |l,rugﬁ1u as profitable to
him as possible, Under [ormer reygula-
tions no timber was allowed to be cut be-
fore the issuing of the patent, except for
the clearing of the laond, fuel, building
and fences; all timber cut contrar
to this condition was dealt  with
as if e¢ant without perwission on
public lands. The settlor might, how.
gver, cit and burn the timber if he
ploassd, but if instead of burniug Iit, he
sold it, thereby adding to the proiductive
woalth of the country, he was subject to
boe treated as a trea r. That Le did,
notwithstanding, sell was constantly the
oase, and he thus became an offender
against the law, The new regulation al-
lows the settler to cut and sell the timber
growing on the lot  purchased by him,
provided the value of the timber is- ap-
plied in payment of the purchase money
«dus to the Crown, Ile must, however,
comply with certain preliminary condi-
tiona 1o show that he is a bona fide settler,
* % * [n order that mo one but =
actuhl settler may avail himself of the
regulation, and in order that the agents
of the Department may exercise the ne-
oessary supervision over all timber cut,
1 have found it necessary to oblige set-
ulers who may desire to cut and sell the
timber growing on their lots, to take out
aliconse. * ° * A certain amount of
autagoniam has been growing up between
sottlers and lumberers for some years
t. The lumberers complsin that
parties, under a prelence of settlement,
choose out the best timbered lota in their
licasises, fur which they have been pay-
ing ground ronts for many years, and to
utilige the timber on which they have (in
some cases) made comsicerable outlay in
making out roads, clearing out streams,
building dams, &e., and that such par-
ties, by tnjrmg one instalment of one-
fifth of the purchase money, can enter
upon the land and cut down the lrees,
which the lnmberers have been presery-
ing for years, making use of their roads,
ko. Un the other hand, the settlers com-
plain that the lots purchased by them
coms into their hands depreciated in
value and dennded of all timber suitable
