Comparison of English and Am-
| erican Engines.

An English engiie, built 1n 1870,
!‘ms run - 4000000 miles, and is stull
in service. The managers of the road
to which it belongs are proud of its
record. In the United States a first
class passenger engine makes from
100,000 to 110,000 miles a vear, amd
at the end of twenty years is suppos-
od to be ready for the scrap heap.
Seemigzly, Americans “are more ex-
truvu&nl than British railway man-
agers, but the former do not think
they. are. They believe their policy is
the more economical one. |

As soon as a locomotive is put in
corvice in'the United States it is
pushed as hard as possible in doing
profitable work, on the assaunption
that by the time it has been driven
to death there will be so many 1im-
provements in  locomotives that 1t
will be uncoonomical to keep the old
one 1n SOrvioe, oven i 1t can be re
built. Thus, when slaves were cheap a
Guban planter would reasom that it
was more encomomic to work a slave
to déath amd-buy a new one than to
exact lese labor from a slave and thus
bave his services for a longer time.

In England an engine is taken great
care of. 1t is rested occasionally. Its
life is prolonged as much as possihle
Hence it fi= that an engine can |
kept in service lor thirty vears, The
men at the head of the American rail-
ways 'contend that so old an engine
must be an expensive one, because it
cammot do the cheaper work a moxdern
engine is capable of. T he  American
policy is |vindicated by its results.
Freight fates on American  roadd
have gone down because of the fear-
less Use of mechanical improvements
by their managers. Freight rates in

Fngland are high, and do ot come.
down. One reason s that the mana-

It
is too unique in its likenesses and unlike
The lines and ligaments, the
muscular interlacements, the curves and
arches of the forehead are still there,
and yet they are 100 delicately traced to
be remembered when the face has passed

the memory.
“2o 1 have reached the coneclusion aft-

or these reflections that the American
tace is not distinctive in the sense that
the mind may call it up at any time and
separate it from the faces which are
associated with other superior races.
Among the home folk there are certain
things which will enable one to-call up a
tace which is probably distinctive in its
Americanism, and yet it could not be ac-
cepted as the face which would correctly
and adequately represent the whole race
of Americans. For instance, there s
what. may he popularly called the Revu-
ben face, the face which one may find in
the rural sections of the United States,
the face of the ag and the
tarmer. There is a certain type in the
remoter country sections which P prob-
ably peculiar to Unele Sam's 'domasin,
and yet it would fall far short of repre-

senting the American face, just as [far

short as |the esque portrayals re-
terred to fin connection with other races
and other nationalities, It would only rep-
resent & small number of Americans, and,
while the type is thoronughly American
and substantial enough in its esenta-
tion. it would give no idea of 1 facial
appearance of the vast majority of
