Brigandage is a trade o some
countries of Europe, notably in the
southern provinces of Italy, and In
the hill regions of Spain and the
mountains of Turkey, Dulgaria and
other eastern principalities, The
brigands of to-<day are the legitim-
ate successors of the robber Darons
of the dark ages. Tourists who view
with delight the romantic ruins
which dot the hilltops along the
Rhine, Moselle and other eentral Eu-
ropean rivers, or along the old Ro-

man highways, look upon the decayv-
ing pilea of stone and mortar as the
mausoleums of a past nobility, los-
ing sight of the more prosaic fact
that the founders of the aristocratic
houses whose names they perpetuate
were nothing more than bandits,
highwaymen who paid tribute to
more powerful chieftains for the pri-
vilege of murdering traveling mer-
chants and stealing their property.

In the ‘‘good old days,”’ of which
the poét sings and the twentieth cen-
turfy novelist® prates, merchandise
was carried from one city to another
in goods trains, drawn bv powerful
horses and guarded by mercenaries
hired by the guilds of the various
trading towns. Whenever such a
train approached a pass leading to
a fortified castle the mercenaries
were formed into little bands to
meot an attack. Sometimes the
guard proved too powerful for the
robber chiefs, and then the traders
were allowed to pursue their way
unmolested: but more often soldiers
as well as merchants were siain
without mercy and goods and horses
carried ( I by the bandits. In the
course of time the evil of brigandage
assumed /such startling proportions
that the trading towns banded to-
gether and employed large armies to
protect the lives and property. of
their citizens.

Soms of the robbers acquired
great wealth and influence and were
taken into the confidence of the rul-
ers of the various states in which
their depredations were carried on.
They were Kknighted, ¢reated barons,
counts and dukes, and became the
backbone of the multitude of petty
tyrannical governments which kept
the world in utter darkness and deg-
radation for hundreds of years. The
descendants of these courageous but
unprincipled highwaymen are the ar-
{stocrats of our day, and some stu-
dents of history would have us be-
lieve that 95 per cent. of all the
great “‘old"’ families still in exist-
ence owe their titles to. the dare-
devil lawlessness of some medieval
ancestor, _
