HEURGESITAS MOST DESIRABLE
AND BENEFICIAL.

The Best Thinge In the World Have Been

Wrought By the Thinkers—Be Patlent

ahd Fiod oa and the Mighest altitude
of Human Perfection Wili Be Attalued.

On Thursday evening at the great
international convention of Epwaorth
leaguers in Indianapolis, Ind., Rev.
James Flliott, B.A., pastor ol Queen
street Methodist church, this city,
spoke as follows:

Mr. Chairman, fellow-christian stu-
dents and workers : My subject is
self-culture, its value and possihili-
ties, Glad am 1 that young Metho-
dismm has set its mind on the solu-
tion of a problem so mmtrinsically
important, and so far-reaching in its
results, a problemn  which must bhe
rightly solved by every church.

would live in harmonv with God s
ideal for human life.

Our subject 18 one of the most jim-
portant which can engage human at-
tention.  Of all things here helow,
nothing can transcend. in Hpor-
