ings outlining seas and water courses,
while white caps adorn the regions corre-
eponding to the polar regions on earth,

The astronomer, in the quiet and ease of
his observatory, can make a study of
these regions, which may not as yet have
ever been seen by the inhabitants of
Mars bhecause of the dangers which pre-
voeut necess to them, “'t} nmay well -h_mbt
whether the bravest Martian ever suce
ceeded In reaching either pole of the
planet,  Yet our eyes have rested on
those polar regions, even on the very
poles themselves.

Mars turns around on its axis just as
the earth does, except that the day lasts
longer than the day on earth. With the
telescope it i3 possible to follow the
hourly changes that take place on Mars
from sunrise to sunset. \We can see¢ the
mists of morning gradually clearing
away and the gathering of e¢louds to-
ward eveuning, probably to pass from the
gkics at night, leaving the stars to shine
with a greater splendor. through a rarer
atmosphere, PPerhups ong or both ot the
little moons of MNars (for it has two,
named Deimos and Phobos) may be shin-
ing in the sky. 1)eimos rises in the east
like other stars, but the inner moon, I’'ho-
bog, hurries around Mars three times a
day. IFor this rearon it rises In the west
every night and sets in the east after
nbout tive and a halt hours., Neither of
the moons gives much light, since I’hoboas
supplies only one-sixtleth of the nmount
of light given by our moon, while Deimos
gives enly one twelve hundredth. BBut the
stminllness of the Martian moons must bhe
tnkhen into consideration, since PPhobos is
only seven miles in diameter and Deimos
five or six.

Continuing our ebservation of the plan-
et Mars duping ity daytime, we sce in
imaginntiop the white shore line along
which the murmuring waves ripple or
dash in breakers against rock and prom-
ontory. Clouds form and rain falls on
the surface of Mars, though not on such
an extensive geale as here. Nevertheless,
dwring the Ilatter half of October, 18U,
an avea much larger than LEurope re-
mained deasely obscured. On another oc-
casion Nir Norman  Lockyer noticed a
groat mass of clouds spreading over a
sea many thousand square miles in ex-
tent,  As the hours passed away the
clouds glowly dispersed, either melting on
account of the sun’s heat or dissolving in
LS

\When Loekyer ceased observing for
the evening—at about halt past 11—a
lavge portion of the sea which had been
councealed gradually eame into view, On
this same night Mre. William  RRutter
Piawes, known as “the cagle eyed astron:
omer,” was also studying the planet of
war, keeping it well under observation
nntil the “wee sma’ hours,”™ when he
made an excellent 8rawing of the planet.
Comparving this with a deawing made an
hour earlier by Lockyer, it was seen that
the clouds whieh had concedled the SeH
during the carvlicr part of the evening had
passed entively away. Referring these
crents to Martian time, the cloudy
nweather on this occasion appatrently o
curied tn the forenoon, the midday hour
Liinginge  ¢lear weather, which would
st to have lasted till the afternoon
was fac advanced,

In IS8TV Schiaparelli observed some pe-
culiar lines on the surface of the planet
Mars, and he called them canals,  For
nine yvears he wax the only astronoiner
who conld see them, and when in 1881 he
further announced that the cannls had
doabled It was supposed for a time that
the Milinese astronamer was the victim
of an tllusion. YMowever, since then the
resnlts of bis observations of the canals
ol Mars have been abundantly cantirmed
Loth in Ligrope and Amernica, especially
at the laok observatory and the lag-
stall ohseryatory., The observations
made by N, Lowell at the latter obserys

The canals seem to meet at a nunber
of small spots or junctions, which have
been termed Vlakes™ by Schiaparelll and
vases by Mr. Lowell. These small
Quwits are scattered over the ruddy por
tion * of the planet’'s surface, forming a
curious metwork with the canals, the
epote at the junction of the canals being
important a feature as the canals
themselves, My, Lowell assumes that the
recion intersected by the canals corre
sohonds th the desert region on earth and
that the canals were apparently eon-
structed for the parpose of fertilizing
this regcton and the oases in the midst of
the willerness, Therefuore what we see is
not the canal iteelf, but vegetation along
its hanks Yet this does not account for
a canal dounbhling itself within 24 hours
for. romance as we may about Mare, we
can scarcely imagine vegetation Jdevelop
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s ine with such amazing rapwdity,

\Mre Lovell also enters into interesting
epccaliations as to the canals being of an
titcial formation, ignoring the rather se
riouns dificulty as te the temperature of
\Mars e sves evidence of eagineering
skill in the constraction of the canal srs
temn, which he attributes to the superior
ability of the Martians. Under the cie
cumstances we can well imagine the
isupposed) inhabitants of Mars recogair
ing the mnecessity of such canals as 3
profection againet the Jdestructive ellects
of the antiial imnadations, bet several
