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A BOY'S FIRST CHRISTMAS IN THE HILLS
OF THE EKEYSTONE

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HEY were tell-
ing one another
about ftirst
Christmases,
and the portly,
prosperous bank-
Ll er looked up
with a preocco-
pled air when
some one asked
him for his
story.
“The flirst
Christmas that 1
remember clear-
ly,” he said slowly, as If gathering lis
memories together, after lghting
big fat clgar, “was passed at the home
of old Deacon Mallory. 1 was 6 or 7
years old, and by the same token It
must have been 40 years or more ago.

“You must know that 1 was a coun-
try minlster's son. My father's charge
Included a wooden meeting house,
bullt on the Greek temple pattern, and
half a dozen little red schoolhouses
perched on the steep hillsides and nes-
tling In the deep valleys of one of the
most northeasterly counties of IPenn-
gyivania. All through that region the
pater was known as ‘the elder,” and the
deacons of the church organizations to
which he minlstered took turns enter-
talnlng the elder and his family on
Christmas.
