ONLY WHILE IT BURNS MAY JACK

LIGMHT HIS PIPE.

'l"hé Man-o’-war's Man Is Never Allowed
to Carry Matches Iihla Pockets, 8o the
Smoking hmn Is a Weil Patronized In-

stitution. &

I.ike the doughboy ashore, the man-o’-
war’s man afloat likes his ‘‘baccy.” He
must have it, too, or there will be mutiny
forward. He will work withowt cating,
ho has long since become used to being de-
prived of grog, but no naval officer has
yot had the temerity to deprive Jack of his
pipe and plug of tobacco.

Of course the deck of a warship, below
which are stored tons of explosives in the
shape of ammunition, {8 no place for a
carcless smoker. There are hatches, am-
munition hoists and other connections
with the magazines. But Jack must have
his smoke, and in order to do so he must
observe an elaborate set of regulations.
One of the material evidences of the many
safeuards against flres aboard ship 1is
the smoking lamp. It is onc of the timeoe
honored institutions of the navy as well.

To landsmen the mention of smoking
lamp has no more signdficance than a
mentton of tho Jack of the Dust. But
both are a necessary part of the equipment
of any warship, bo she first rate or fourth
rato. Upon the smoking lamp the crew,
including that mysterious adjunct of the
paymaster’s department, Jack of the Dust,
depend for a lightt for their pipes.  Jack of
the Dust dives down into the depths of tho
hold and brings up the navy plug, which,
being cut into bits and crumbled between
the hands, is put into a pipe and fired at
tho simoking lamp.

The naval regulations provide scvere
punishment for any scaman caught with
matches on his person. Could it have been
proved by the Spanish board of irquiry
that tho sailors of the Maino had been
guilty of carrying matches about with

‘them they would have been justifled by
naval experts tho world gver in declaring
that the destruction of the Maine was duo
to tho carclessness and lack of disciplino
on board that ship.

Quch was-hot the casc, however. No
sailor on the Mainoe carried matehes.

order to cateh the flame. 16 is the duty of
the ship's cook or ono of his assistants to
lizht the lamp when tho word ds given by
tho proper officer, who is generally the
chief boatswakn’s mate.  Ho in turn gets
his orders from the oflicer of thy deck.

A failuro hy the galley cook to light the
smoking lamp without tho loss of a sec
ond's timoe after tho word has been given
arouses Jack's temper, and whatever lim-
ited stock of invectives he 1s possessed of
ig made public with promptitude and ado-
gquato emphasis,

When Jack is aronsed in the early morn
by the notes of the reveille, the shrill pipe
of the boatswain's whistle and the gruft
voice of tho master at armscalling, “*Show
a leg here mnow, my hearties,” his first
thpughts are of coffce and tobacco. A half
hour is given him to make a hasty tollet,
drink a tin of steaming hot coffee and
smoke a pipe.

These prellminaries attended to, at d
bells the everlasting whistle 18 heard
.again, and the boatswains pass the word,
“Turn to.” That meansg pipes out and go
to work. Tho cook puts out tho light in
the smoking lamp, and until breakfast i3

piped nothing elso is heard-but the swish |

of water and the grind of the holystone as
tho decks are ground into a whiteness that
would make a New England housewifc
wild with envy.

As all hands are plped to breakfast the
cook, getting a light at the galley ire,
puts the smoking lamp in readiness for
operations.  Tho first relicf of tho order-
lies, cockswains, quartermasters and flre-
men, who get their breakfast at 7 bells, in
order teat they may be ready for duty at
8, aro allowed to smoke during the re
mainder of the half hour which is allowod
them for breakfast. '

When Juck has finished. his ration- of
“soup and bully,’’ ¢offeo and Irard tacl:, he
feels in good kelter for a simoke, and then
the smoKing lamp is put to good URQ until
the cockswaln, that cnemy of leisure,
soumds 1 bell. Then {here is a gencral
shaking out of pipes amd tucking up of
trousers preparatory to a good, long stretch
of work/for Jack will not got another
chance to smokg, until 6 bells any way
he can figure it.

Altogether the smoking lamp works
about six hours a day. Smoking is per-
mitted at intervals up to 9 o'clock at
night, when tho sound of 2 bells and taps
by the bugler makes a sailor man put out
his pipe, fecl lonesome and hunt his billet.

Thepe {8 no half hour on board ship
areund whioch clusters more of romance
and tender memory than the half hour
after taps, when the tender notes of the
bugle, dying away in the darkness, recall
to heedless Jack the image of swectheart
or wife and the home on some far distant
shoro. That is Jack's homesick hour, if
he ever has any. 7

Color Sergeant Silvey has worn thoe bluo
for ncarly 25 years, and in that timoe ho
has done a lot of hard work for small pay.
e has had no previous opportunity for
doing daring deeds, and much of hisservico

has been o monotonous grind, but when !

those cheers reached his cars you way bo
suro that Silvey said to himsclfs “ A I
glad Twent and took on againp Well, you
just bet,”’

Qilvey was born in Oakfleld, N. Y., on
April 16, 1554, His flrst servico for tho
government began £3 years ago, when ho
enlisted in she regular army as an artil-
leryman. o served two enlistments in
that branch of the land forces and then at
tho cxpiration of his timo enlisted as a
privato in tho First battalion United
States marines.

Silvey served threo enlistments of fivo
years vach in the marino corps, and on

July 18, 1546, was enlisted for the fourth

timo.  He is now serving his second en-
listment as color scergeant, having becen
promoted to that rank seven years ago.

Color sergeant Silvey has eruised on tho
Indiana and Massachusetts.  On April 22
of this year Silvey was sent with 700 other
marines to man the vessels of tho blockad-
ing fleet. Ho was detailed to tho transport
Punther.

Color Sergeant Silvey and Privato Bill
Anthony, lato of the battleship Maine,
aro warm friends, having been nwsmhl:ltuﬂ
for 16 years. Silvey's record on tho hooks
of tho marlno corps is‘*seven fines,”” which
means excellent in ov vy particular.

The ““Chiltern Hundreds."”’

A member of the House of (Commons
cannot, according to tho ancient law of
Parliamoent, resign his scat. Oncoe he is
duly electad, hoe mnust
confilded in him by his constituents till
the dissolution of Parliament unless ho
is romoved by death or hecomes a bank-
rupt or a lunatie, or is axpelled fromn the
H#Tko or accepts an oftico of honor or
protit under the crown. ‘Tho latter con-
dition, howaever, affords a practical though
rathor ludicrous means of oscape for o
member who desires to rid bimsolf of his
representativo and legislative responsibili-
tivs., He accopts the otlico of “‘stoward of
the Chiltern Hundreds,”' 1t seoms that
years ago the Chiltern Hills—a portion
of the high lands of Duckinghmmshire,
being covered with timber, afforded pro.
teetion to nuinerous banditti, and it was
the duty of the steward of tha Chiltern
Hundreds to protect the inhabitants of
tho neighboring distriets from theirdepre-
dations. The duties have, of course, long
since ceased, but the nominal oflice has
been retained.

By accepting it & member who wishes
to resign vacates his soat, and a  writ for
a new election i’ in consbéquence 1ssned
on the application of tho whip of the
party to which tho retiring moember Dbe-
longed. The oftice is resigned as goon as
the purpose in view 13 accomplishéd, It
is in the gift of tho Chancellor or the lux-
chequer., It cannot be conferred twice in
one day, but thore aro two other otHeeos
