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perty Committee Withdraws lts Re-
commendation — An Admission Fee
Should be Charged.

The report of the committee on city
progor.hy was submitted to cquncil lasp
night by Ald. Ryan. The report already
published recommended that local horee-
men and Bicyclists have free use of the fair
grounds in which to speed horses, etc.,
with certain defined stipulations.

Ald. Elliott opened a long discussion by
voicing his opposition to the recommenda-
tion. The fair grounds coet the ciby the
sum of $17,000, and he could not recon-

cilo himself with the proposal to throw |

them open for free use. The rules
drawn up to govern those using the grounde
would amnunt to nothing, for experience
hae shown him that rules are carelesely
observed. That proparty is a valuable one
and a fiee use of the grounds by the pub-
he means the destruction of shede and
trampling down of the grass. If the com-
mittee could not find ovher use for the
grounds they should be divided and sold in
lota, s0 the city could again. got back tho
money expended. He thought that any-
one using the grounds should pay a small
admission fee.

Ald. Wright was tavorable to allowing |

the horsemen the uee of the grounds and
track, bub not the sheds.
Ald. McKelvey was very much surpris-

| ed that such a report was handed in by

the committee. Where was the fair play

\in allowing one clase of citizens a free use

of the grounds while all others were re-
fused admittance ? As a ratepayer he dis-
tinotly protested against such a proposal.
Heo suggested that the committee take
back ite reporb and insert a clause placing
a small admiesion fee for the uee of the
grounds. He would like to see the fair
grounds a source of revenue for the ciby.

Ald. Donnelly could not sce that the
committee was drawing a distincbion be.
tween the people, for the grounds would
be opon to all. If it were otherwise in-
tended he would decidedly oppose the re-
port. Ib was not the intention to show
favoritismm. He thought the horsemen and
bicycliste should beadmibtted bo the grounds
even if only for the safety of pedestrians.
Buffalo and other cibties had walks
and tracke seb aside for speeding on, and
Kingston should have the same. All citi-
zens should have free access to the grounde,
and being amenab's to the laws of the
country, they could be apprehended and
punished for any misdemesanor.

Ald. Behan claimed that the grounds
had been acquired for the purpese of hold-
ing fairs, and nob for free and general uee.
The committde in its report was actually
favoring one claes of citizens, which it had
no right o do. The city is burdened with
interest on debentures against the grounds,
and if they are to be used, some provision
should be made, whereby, they would pay
a revenue. Iv would not be a wise move
to eell bhe grounds ab present, for there
i8 still a chance bo secure the fall fair, and
no bebter place could be secured for such
purposes. The cibizens would jastly con-
demn the council, if ib approved of the
committee’s report in ibs present form.

Ald. Ryan recalled the items of expense
attached to the grounde and buildinga
since they were acquired by the city and
these amounted to quite a surprising sum.
That expense was incurred for repairs even
though vhe grounds were nob open to the

ublic. Are the gates and buildings to
Ee forever locked and the place allowed to
g0 to rob ? There will be no fair held thia
year and why should the grounds stand
idle when citizans, even if only a small por-
tion, might enjoy their use? Horsemen
and bicyclists cannot speed on the park
tracks or on vhe streets and some conven-
iend place should be given them.

Ald. Bell was rather grieved to see the
dilapidated condition of the fair ground
buildings. It was heartrending to see the
‘‘star spangled” appearance of these, when
the city paid a caretaker to look after the
place. How is it bhat the caretaker does
nob give the place more attention ?

Ald. Elliott pointed ouv that the
buildings were in a dilapidated condition’
before the city took over the place, and
caretaker Orr had spent much time in re-

iring them, He asked if the committee

enquired as to the effect the opening

of. dhe grounde would have on the insur-

ance rating? When Ald. Bell says that
the caretaker is nob looking after the
place, he does not know whab he is talk-
ing about. The caretaker is a competent
man, and his salary $5a week, or $60 a
year, should be paid by the horsemen if
they use the grouuds.

Ald. Bell—'‘The last speaker tells me I
do not know what I am talking about.
He says that $5 a week is equivalent to
$60 a year, evidently he ia somewhab amiss
in hie statement.” Laughter.

Ald. Elliott meant $260, of course. a
mars slip of the tongue.

Aldermsn Donnelly moved an amend.-
mendb to one clause in the agreemeut s
that the grounds would be open to all.

Ald. McKelvey again suggested
that the committee withdraw ite report as
the members themselves differed on its
meaning. He regretted to hear Ald. Bell
continually assailing caretaker Orr. If
the latter was a medical man not a word
would bo said against him, but be.
cause he is a hardworking man he was
cenasuréd by the alderman, who received as
much pay for one profeesional visit as the
carotaker did in a whole year. |

Ald, Minnes favored the recommenda.-
tion of the committee and eulogized care-
taker Orr, who bad shown himself a com.-
petent employee.

Ald. Ryan su ted the report. Tue
committee was clear in its recommen ia-
tion to allow the horeemen and bicyclists
the use ot the grounds, but not the gener-
al public. If the gates were thrown open too
much loitering about would be the resuls,
which would prove dieadvantageous. Citi-
zens having spare time to enjoy recreation
would prefer to visib the parks rather than
the fair grounds. There was no reason
#hy the recommendation shouldr not be
nupﬁnd.

Alds. Webeter and Kent opposed a freé
use of grounds and thought an admis-
sion fee 1d be charged.

Ab the request of the council Ald. Ryan
withdrew the clause in the report contain-
ing the recommendation, and the remain.
der of the reporb was adopted.

The Shovellers’ Statement.

KiNasToN, July 5. —(To the Editor) :
In a lotter, headed ‘'‘Shovellers’ Griev-
ance,”’ the writer veiis how much mouney
they made dpring the year, but this griev-
ance only sbarted five weeks ago. Up to
that tine the men made good wages and
were satiefied, bub since then they have
only made nine cents an hour. The writer
of that letter says it is unfortunate such a
demand was made during such a season as
this. The searon makee no difference, for
whebher a steamer receives $10 or $100
per thousand bushel s freight ib has to pay
the same money to discharge cargo, that
i8°$5 per thoueand bushels. Qub of that
the company gets $4 per thoueand, tho
boes shoveller five cents and the men geb
nineby-five cante per thousand, that is
aboub two centsapiece. Now with regard
to the foreman I wounld like to know where
there is a manufacturing establishment in
which the men have to pay the foreman.
The shovellera have also to pay two other
men—one tu attend to the lines, virtuall
to sib on the dock, and vhe other to atten
to the leg, once in a while. Should not
these men be paid by the companies ?
The writer aleo refers to Preacott: the men
can live cheaper in a village of two thou-
sand inhabitants than in a city of twenty
thousand, Iv seems to me that the men
did net ask any too much for the work
they have to do. If they are to be crush-
ed down in this way it would have been
betber if Kingston had not any elevators
and the people had kept the thirty-five
bhousand dollars to themselves.—Onk Ix-

The Corsican In The Storm,

The Richelieu & Oatario navigation com-
pany’s sbeambtat Corsican, with about 135
paseengers on board, had a trying time in
the Lachine rapids Sunday evening when
the storm came on. The Corsican passed
Lachine abt 6:35 p.m. with the intention of
running the rapide, bub in a few minutes
after the storm came on in full foree. The
captain and pilob, when near the head of
the rapide, decided not to run them and
the boat was turned round in the strong
current, under full steam. It was with
great difficulty she was kepb in poeition for
nearly an hour owing to the storm, but
finally was brought back to the landing
place abt Lachine. The Coreican runs be-
tween Kingston and Montreal, and the
pilot, Alfred Ouellet, who bad charge of
her from Uornwall down, said it was bhe
worsb storm he ever had to contend with.
The lifeboate were diaplaced by ib, and
several of the chairs were blown from the
deck where the passengers had been sibting
a few minutes previously. Some of them
had their hate blown off, but all kepp cool
and lost no time after their arrival at La-
chine in congratulating captain Esford and
the pilob upon their excellent managemenb
during such a trying time.
