CAVALRY CHARGE IN CUBA.

el W T —

In spite of all theories to the contrary,
tho foot soldier does not exist who can
stand a cavalry charge without being ter-
ror stricken. There I8 something in the
thunder of hoofs, the enort of horses and
tho flash of sabers that is bound to shake
the nerves of the suldler on the ground.

A good man on a good horse is tho su-
perior as an attacking forve of three good
men on the ground. This is a matter of
common knowledgoe in the European capi-
tals, wherein mobs are dispersed by cav-
alry, using the flat of the saber only, more
quickly than they are scattered by the
bullets of militia in America. The spred,
weight and size of a charging man and
horse shakes the courage of the most stout
hearted pedestrian. The uncontrollable
Instinet of the footman is to get out of
the way, and he gets out of the way.

A cavalryman Ivarns to love his horse

with a love surpassing that of woman. }He
learns to depend upon him. He absorbs
confidenco from every swell of the giant
muscles between his knees. Tho man
and beast conjoined furnish a mutual sup-
port that is admirabléand in battle of in-
calculable value. Dismounted cavalry are
the most diflicult of troops to dislodge, for
the reason that the riders, deprived of
their horses, do not¢ know when nor how
tv run.

In the army which we are now sending
to Cuba is some of the finost cavalry the
wuorld has ever soen. .-\nmrh::iﬁ supertority
In this branch of the service was long ago
acknowledged. In our regular army there
are companies who have carned a national
reputation. Besides these are our rexi-
ments of cowboys and rough riders. They
are ideal troopers every one, from the ath-
letie soclety pony polo player to the Wy-
oming cow puncher. They can ride like
demons and shoot like flends. They have
an inbred contempt for a man on foot,
and when they start to ride through Span-
ish infantry they will ride through and
that is all there will be to it

Military experts belteve that the inva-
sion of Cuba by the American army will
furnish exveptional opportunities for the
use of cavalry. It is for the most part a
good horse country, of wide fields and level
spaces. It is Delieved, too, that this pic-
turcsque arm of the service will demon-
strate that its usefulness is not ended by
modern armns and projectiles, though many
theorists incline to the opinion that the
days of cavalry as cavalry were ended in
the times of Gravelotte and Sedan. The
celebrated and fruitless charge of the
French cuirassiers, where men and steeds
went down in heaps and the watching
Wilhelm :aid, ‘It s magnificent, but it is
not war,”' sticks in their memories. That
charge was Balaklava over again. Some-
body blundered. The general efficieney of
cavalry under proper conditions is not dis-
credited by it, nor is the centurics old rec-
ord of a remarkably valuable art to be
stained by an individual failure. Men
who remember what the cavalry was and
what the cavalry did in the war between
the states demand something more than

the crumpling of one column before they™

surrender the beliufs of years.

the front. Le Marchand was instantly
Killed and many of his officers, but the in-
fantry was broken and their position car-
ried. The peninsula campaigns furnish
repeated proofs of the fact that Infantry
will not stand agninst well handled cav-
nlry. Prince Frederick Charles, one of the
greatest of modern warriors, was a steady
believer in tho efficacy of cavalry, and so,
too, was Von Wrangel.

Again, at Vionville, Bredow's six squad-
rons went over two lines of ‘‘unshaken
Infantry as if they were paper. In another
chargoe the troopers went over the French
cannon, losing only 60 men. They came
#0 fast that the artillerymen found it im-
possible to depress their ploces with suffi-
cient rapidity and accuracy. In thias bat-
tle 36 squadrons of German horse proved
that the Freuch line of foot lacked the
strength of cobwebs, yet this same French
Infantry was so good that two days later
it took an entire division of the German
footmen three hours to go through them
at a cost of 4,000 lives, or 80 per cent of
the attacking force.

The opponents of the trooper arm and
prophets of its utter effacement are used
to instancing the fallure of the brilliant
Austrian cavalry at Sadowa when sent
agalnst breechloaders. These were troop-
ers seasoned by long service and so drilled
that 30 squadrons of them were manecu-
vered in mass with the case and certainty
of onee They wure, however, led over
ground that sloped up three degrees. It
was sodden with rain. The horses were
80 wearied that many of them fell from
exhaustion when the charge began. The
infantrymen who received them had been
selected by five hours of savage and con-
tinuous fighting. All faint hearts had
gone to the rear. It is safe to say that
there was not a Prussian on the west ridge
of Chlum that day who did not wish to be
there. Kven under these conditions the
charge came very close to success, thongh
all Europe was shouting that cavalry was
useless against breechloading fire.

Another advantage of cavalry is that it
can be brought so quickly into action.

The rapidity with which their range
alters makes troopers a difficult target,
and the moral effect of their thundering
and swift advance is great. It is estimat
ed that the cavalry loss in a charge should
not exceed one-third of the infantry luss
American military men of the more ad
vanced kind expect service of the highest
value in heavy engagements from the
splendidly composed and egquipped volun-
teer cavalry that has gone to the front Of
their wurth in scouting, reconnoissance
and as media of communication there can
be no guestion.
