But Ahys-
sinia. was practicall a nonentiLy
among the powers of the earth uatil
the present Negus, Menolek, counsoli-
dated his soutBern kingdom, Increased
his forces, and annihilated the Ltalians
al. Adan. Since then the poinl of view
hus considerably changed. Abyssinia
has acquired an international stalwus,
| ho nuhijovt.n of Menelek faficy that they
have all Burope at their feet, ocour-
tostes were exchanged between the Ne-
us and the ezar, and finally the Bri-
Fiuh government resolved to send ndi-
lomaltic mission to our warlike neigh-
'ml‘s in Africa. Tt is the ﬂl.m*iy of this
expedition, under Rennell Rodd, which
count Glefchen narrales in the very
opportune work, “Wilh the mission to
Menelek."

The fdea prevalent in Furope about
the country, the various tribes, their
manners, customs, religious views, and
rites, are ins the highest degree hamy,
and the informatlion given by count
Glefchen on these subjects will pro-
voke and sustain the interest of the
render, to whom most of it will prove
ahsolutely new and extremely enter-
tnining., Here, for instance, s one of
his experiences almost at the oulset:

“From Birja Kaboba the track lay
through dense mimosa woods, over per-
fectly level plains ns far  as Dabss,
After we had got about half way to
the next camping Tlnw, Gel Dabbal, [,
heing on rear-guard duty, noticed that
the elder!ly wife of the head Somali
camel-driver was lagging terribly be-
hind. hSe only muttered, when T usk-
el her through Ismail what wns the
matter. that ghe hadn't had anythiy
to eat that day. So | gave her {ns
onits and some potted meat, The lay-
ter &he rejected on the ground that the
antmal, living in a christian country,
had not had its throat cut in theor-
thodox Mohammedan way, and to this
I made no answer.

helonging tofme,  Such, apparently, is
the strange custom, and no amount of
declaration on mly part that 1 did nol
want her danghter in marringe would
persuade her that she would be jus&iud
in riding my mule” |

The arrvival of the mission on real
Ahyssinian soil at Gildessa was  fitly
celehrated hy the governor, who turn-
ol out a guard of a dogen men, armedd
with rifles and earrving the Abyssinian
flag. The guard of honor is described
. very beautiful. Further details,
however, (mpress us with the convioes
tion that Abyssinian ideas of the mili-
tary beaufiful differ somewhat from
thoge in vogue in Kurope. “One man
wore an ancient searlet tunic which at
one time must have adorned a corporal
of the Lancaghire (fusiliers; another
wore a fez, and no trousers to  speak
of, While hig neighbor sported kEgyptian

Count Glewchen  de-
scribes it thus: "It is made by feriment.

The brands of tej dillfer aceording  to
the  lovality; Ras Makunnen's  lwst
tastes like sweet, strong, old Madeira,
and Menelek's like still hoek, while the
iferior kinds vary between bad sherry
and sourish water with dead bLees and
lumps of wax and bark floating wn it
The physique of the Shoans, or Abys.
siniang, did not impress the memhers
of the mission  very favorably.  They
eapected to find the type of native tall,
handsome, athletic, and bronaze  skin-
ned. Ulnstead of this these Xhoans wer
of rather low stature, though stardy,
of negroid {eatures, but with straght
noses, and their skin was of the color
of mud. And wstead of wearning  the
warm reds and browns that deck the
Abyssinian of Tigre and Massawa, thewr
only costume was  a divty shirt—or-
ginally white—sometimes covered by
an equally dirty sheet, or ‘shamma,’
and s‘mrl trousers, reachig hall way
down the calf, of the same dingy hue’

The emperor of Abyssinia, into whoss
august presence the musion Wik es.
corted by some 100 soldiers, @ thus
deseribed: "He wore on his head the
usinal whde mushin handkerchief, fas.

Langit}g down the back, a purple vel.
vet cloak, richly ornamented with jarge
silver plagues on each xide, was thrown
acroes his shoulders, and he bore on has
breast and around “li! neck the orders
of Catherine of Russia and the egion ol
honor. He was seated on richly em-
hrovdered cushions.  He condially shouk
hands with Mr. Rodd ; lns powerful and
smallpox pitted face it with a pleas
mant smile as he greeted her majesiy a8
apecial envoy, while he bowed to the
several nembers of the mission and
begged us all w0 e seated. In heght
e stands about six feet without shoes,
and s stoutly built. s skin »8 very
dark, and he wears a short cucly beard
and mustache.

It is almost (noconceivable that there
"are persons living whose lives are domi-
nated by (he delusion that they have
never been born. Yet a man died in n
Brighton asylum not long ago who had
an idea that he was never bhorn, and
would never die. The delusion took pos-
session of him so atrongly that he more
thun once attempled to tuke his life, At
Inst he Lthrew himself from n local sta-
tion plalform and wuas cut Lo pleces by
a train. Hisdelusion was not acommon
one, but is not unknown among doc-
{ors, and several asimilar instances
might he quoted. An equally uncom-
mon delusion among lunaties Ta the be-
liaf {hat dire poverty stares them 1n
t He fuce when they may the unhappy’
possessors of huge weunlth, Singularly
enough, an incident illustrating this
occurred at Brighton at about the same
time as the one already recorded, n re-
tired paymaster of the royal navy, who
was very comfortably oll, committing
guicide in the popular watering place
under the delusion that he wai poor.
The “ most remuarkablea c¢nse of this
kind, however, happened in Paris about
noyear ago. It is a singular fact that
the victims of these delusions generally
nttempt to take their own lives, and the
rase in question came under public no-
tice by the deluded man throwing him-
gelf on the tram lines near the church
nf 8t Augustine. Mortunately the min
was rescued by a policeman, who, on

king inquirtes, was amared to find
that\his prisoner was a nobleman  of
great/ wealth, and a viscount in rank,
W ho ‘had suddenly gone mad under the
delusion that he had becohe a pauper,
It wnar explained by the viscount's
friends that it was impossible to induce
him to accept money, which he empha-
tically refused to carrvy. I hanknotes
wére given him he anvartably hurned
them, and gold pieces he as invariably
threw out of the window, generally re-
marking something to the effect that
he was “"being made a fool of,"" as he
knew he was a pauper without a penny
in the world,  The poor man appears
to have been amazingly conscientiouns,
for aince overtaken by, the delusion tht
he was a pauper he had refused to eat
anything at all, and had been fasting
two days wien picked up on the travm
lines.

A girl in Worcester recently sacri-
ficed her life to the delusion that wax
candles nre good for the complexion,
She died in the local infirmary from the
effects of eating the vcandles, tHor case
wus much more rare than that of the
servant mawd at a continental hotel,
who, some time ago, set fire to her
room and bhurned herself tn death, de-
claring that the Almighty commanded
her to do it. The peor girl wasthe vie
tim of religious mania, and her delusion
was, perhaps, the muost common of all.
A London barvister was the victhim of
a much more unusual mania, He im-
agined that a crowd of people were
throwing billinrd balis at him, and at
the inquiry into his death not long ago,
it was stated that on one occasion the
deceased dhd  applied for polie pro-
tection, asserting that a crowd follow.
ed him about assaulting him with nl-
hard cues. In s chambers tha un-
happy man jumped about from  one
room to another, shouting that he had
been turned out of hs iulgina‘ﬂ. and
that “they had given him & box full
of stomes and strvaw, and told him he
was not fit to occupy & bedroom.” More
distinguished persons have been  sub-
ot to delusions, as;, for exavmple, the
evplorer Rosy, who “discovered™ and
actually named a range of mountains
which never existed. Ross was an eome-
mand of an  expedition to make the
northwest  passagé  through  [hvs
Seratt, and o coming  back reported

He
has bullt rallroads, established steamboab
lines and built up thriving winter resorts
around his big hotels. He has introduced
to tho citizens of the northorn states the
heautles of the winter climate of Florida,
and they have pald him back by settling
big hotel bills and paying thumping big
transportation farce.
